Paul Vraa- Discussed the 4th candidate for hire, Corey Rondeau has completed all necessary items for eligibility.

Updated on the meeting with the 4th of July committee and several options were discussed and it was a very positive meeting and will meet again at 9:00 am on the 9th
Hendricks commented that some discussion was had yesterday by the 4th of July committee and need to discuss at the meeting tomorrow

Hendricks explained the situation of an office in the building and it was recommended by Bryan Adams to install tile for the flooring, it was decided that something less expensive could be done and the tile may not be covered by the grant.
