City Departments: John Calaguire made a recommendation to the council to hire two of the four people that were participating in the training.  Shane Peterson and Joe Martire are the two people for recommendation

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to hire Shane Peterson and Joe Martire to the fire department.

Eventually two more will be needed, as there are two retiring.  The eligibility list will be kept on file

Karen Calaguire presented to the council to paint the plywood floor in the mezzanine at the fire hall.  Itasca County would send a crew over to work on it.  Cost would be lunch for the workers and to purchase the paint.  Wouldn’t exceed $500

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to paint the floors upstairs of the fire hall and have the Itasca County crew do the job.  Not to exceed $500

Special Items:

Wayne Patras discussed with the council, where they would like to locate the Memorial park. It would be located on the north side of the fire-hall. He asked about a lease agreement and Dimich would draw one up.  The cost would be approximately $7,000.00 for the pole, walk way and monument.

Skip Bolf representing the 4th of July committee: they suggest leaving the 4th as is with no change other than to cancel the water kegs.  Hendricks was at the last meeting and told the committee that whatever they decide they have his support.  Vraa participated in the discussion with the 4th of July committee.  He suggested it would be up to the council as to what should be done.  Hendricks suggests not to get involved as they have done a great job in the past.  Heyblom asked about the law enforcement and that they still have issues and complaints from previous.  Vraa said he is asking at this time for more officers, he can’t predict how many will be available.  Hendricks suggested to get what is needed now and not to wait.
