Mayor Hendricks called the meeting to order at 4:30 in the council chambers

Members Present: Hendricks, Heyblom, Fragnito, Gangl

Members Absent: Marinaro

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to accept the minutes of the April 13, 2010 council meeting

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Fragnito to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record

Ayes all present—motion carried

City Departments: 

Hendricks talked with DeNucci and he said that the street crew doesn’t have time to install the playground.

Nothing from the ambulance or fire department for the meeting

Marinaro entered the meeting at 4:40 pm

*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Gangl to approve the communications as read

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Gangl to approve the consent agenda as follows:
1) Allow Pam LaBine to attend the MN Municipal Clerks Institute July 12-16 in Minneapolis fee $260 ($150 Grant received) wages and mileage

Ayes all present—motion carried

Old Business:

A quote from MN Playground was received and Hendricks was approached by the Spartan Booster club for a donation request for the playground installation.  They are asking for $2500.00 which would save the city about $1500.00 and it is donated to a good cause.  Heyblom conferred with the attorney on the donation and it is fine

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to approve a donation of $2500.00 to the Spartan Booster Club for the 4th street playground installation

Ayes all present—motion carried

One quote was received from Ryhti Construction for the landscaping preparation for the playground

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Fragnito to approve the quote from Ryhti Construction for $1900.00 to prepare landscaping on the 4th street playground 

Ayes all present—motion carried

Land offer from the Squillaces was up for discussion.  Heyblom asked what the development committee had decided; Gangl said it hasn’t gone to the committee.  

Hendricks explained at the Special Meeting held on April 21st that the procedure had been discussed and Marinaro rescinded his previous motion to only submit commercial property interests to the development committee.  He explained that the zoning commission had approved the purchase agreement along with the city and that it was not given to the development committee in the past.  It would go to the council if there was a price issue.

Heyblom suggested to disband the board, he also said it wasn’t specific as to what the board was to do, either with residential or commercial.  He is not in favor of treating one PA different than any other.  Heyblom is not against the offer but the city needs to be consistent.  Gangl said that he sells real estate and he was put on that committee for that reason.  Hendricks commented that he was put on there to help the city as far as development and give recommendations not just for his real estate expertise

Marinaro said he changed his motion based on the previous history and that there are only two lots left to sell at this point

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to approve the offer from Ted and Darlene Squillace for lot 17, Block 2 in the 5th addition at $15,000 and to allow for one culvert, the normal PUC connections and follow the existing covenants

Ayes all present—motion carried

Discussion was held on the 4th of July concession fees and if they should be increased.  Questions came up as to who suggested the increase.  More info was need

A motion was made by Marinaro to increase the fee to $250 but failed for lack of a second.

Hendricks suggested that the 4th of July committee be given authority to decide what they want to do and allow them to make their own decision and not have to consult the council. Gangl suggested the same process be used and to have them consult the city or the clerks office on what their plans are for the celebration

Request from the Booster club to have concession at the pavilion.  Referred to next agenda until a request is made

A request from the 4th of July committee requesting chamber bucks be used for prized instead of cash.  All agreed this was a good idea to keep the business in town.

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Marinaro to allow chamber bucks to be used in place of cash prizes for 4th of July

Ayes all present—motion carried

Hendricks brought up the lot across from city hall and to look at getting it cleaned up by the 4th.  Just some food for thought on what should be done to be discussed in the future

Hendricks also extended his sympathy to the families of Tony DePetro and Walt Stish and recognized their accomplishment for the city.  They both did a tremendous amount of volunteering and helped the youth in our community
