April 13, 2010

Mayor Hendricks called the meeting to order at 4:30 pm in the council chambers

Members Present: Hendricks, Heyblom, Fragnito, Gangl, Marinaro

Members Absent: none

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to approve the minutes of the March 23, 2010 council meeting

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record

 Ayes all present—motion carried

City Departments:

Karen Calaguire announced a tornado drill for April 22nd at 1:45 and to make the public aware of this

Hendricks brought up the siren on the school as it may not be heard in the new addition because of the dump on the east side of town. In the past a new siren purchase was being discussed but nothing had been done as of yet.

Special Items:

Ted Squillace approached the council to make an offer to purchase lot 17, Block 2 in the 5th addition. Hendricks addressed the driveway question; it was something that the city did for any new or existing driveways at the time the road was being paved.  Creating a 

drive at this time would be the new owners responsibility.

Heyblom discussed giving items like this to the development committee to discuss so to keep things consistent.  Hendricks disagreed, as this was something the city has done in the past.  Marinaro agreed with Heyblom as to sending to the development committee as of now

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom that all lots purchased in the city must go thru the development committee

Roger Potter –from the police commission discussed a change that was made to bylaws regarding the eligibility list.  It would be 90 days for ranking

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to approve the change to bylaws allowing a 90-day ranking for the eligibility list

Also discussed was the drainage issue on Potters property on 7th street. The water is now flowing towards his property and will cause damage to his home if we get a lot of rain.

Hendricks did look at the area and the landscaper didn’t cooperate in this matter.  There must be a way to prevent this.  Dimich agreed that there could be a civil case and that there should be something put into zoning for landscaping issues.  You cannot maintain your property by diverting water to another property.  The council will check into this further and see if it can be resolved

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Fragnito to approve the communications as read

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to approve the consent agenda as follows pulling item #5

Heyblom checked on the cd rates for the city and updated the council on the rates.

Heyblom left meeting at 5:20 pm

Hendricks apologized to the fire department for showing late at the meeting and he was updated on the investment procedures for Edward Jones.  The fund is investing within the guidelines.  Regarding relief meetings they are to be posted and the public is welcome.  As noted the Mayor, clerk and fire chief are ex officio on the committee

Old Business:

4th street playground update: Gangl updated the council on the playground, he and Kautto have it laid out with the new equipment, pull old items and decide how it will be set up.

Hendricks would like a sketch of what it will look like.  The wood chips will be taken out on the 14th with the help of the Colt’s.  Gangl said the city crew would assemble the playground when needed.  Hendricks asked it the supervisor was ok with this, as it would take away from their regular work schedule.  Majority of the council did agree that maybe professionals should erect the playground since we do have funding available and it wouldn’t interfere with the crews regular scheduled work load. Gangl agreed to get quotes and a sketch for the next meeting.

RV Park Contract: Hendricks discussed several options for the campground host.  Talk to Ole regarding changes.  Such as having a guest register and handing out envelops. Also the number of spots he uses during his stay was discussed.  The contract does have the language pertaining to that

Handicap parking at city hall:  It was up in the air as to move the spot or leave it where it’s at.  Fragnito said it is used mainly for the café and the bar and not too much for the city hall.  Hendricks said the street dept will move it anywhere we want but it was put there so booth entrances to the building could be utilized, front and side.  Marinaro agreed to leave it but after more discussion it was decided to be moved

*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Marinaro to move the handicap parking spot near the ramp entrance

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to pay off the 2009 truck in the amount of $16,545.73 and to us the development fund money to do so.  Annually the fund will be reimbursed as normal payment due

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Fragnito to officially approve the temporary license agreement with Idea Drilling for the LaRue pit area

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Fragnito to advertise for May clean up month

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Marinaro to advertise for summer help for the street department

Gangl talked with DeNucci and he said 4 would be needed

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to call for a public hearing on May 4th at 3:00 pm for the wellhead project and advertise

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Fragnito to approve donation of $250 to N-K Fastpitch for clean up of highway entrances to Nashwauk
