Old Business:

Review and consider pump house bids for ESML project: Mr. Jamnick from RLK spoke regarding the four bids received on May 25th, 2010. He recommended the bid be awarded to lowest bidder, Hammerlund Construction, for $419,506.35. EDA approved awarding the bid to Hammerlund Construction.
*Motion by Hendricks, seconded by Latvala to accept recommendation to award pump house project to Hammerlund Construction.

Review and consider Water/Sewer bids for ESML project: Bryan Adams spoke regarding the six bids received on May 25th, 2010. He recommended the bid be awarded to lowest bidder, Utility Systems of America, for $1,363,536.75. He noted two of the bids were within 1% so the prices were very competitive. The alternate will not be accepted.

*Motion by Hendricks, seconded by Hendrickson to accept recommendation to award the water/sewer project to Utility Systems of America.

Review Waukesha Transformer price increase: Bryan Adams spoke regarding the options to extend the delivery of transformers. He recommended accepting the price increase of $11,893.00/unit. A discussion was held regarding the schedule of construction and between insurance, warranty and spill protection, this was the best option. The clause will have to include Waukesha putting the transformers on the slab and commission them. 

*Motion by Hendricks, seconded by Hendrickson to accept price increase of $11,893.00 to extend delivery of transformers.

Review and consider ESML substation soil boring bids: Bryan Adams recommended Braun Intertec as the low bidder for this project. Their bid was low because they are already doing work on the site. 
*Motion by Hendricks, seconded by Hendrickson to award contract to Braun Intertec.

New Business:

Discussed the Executive Summary of Final EIS for ESML HVTL. The final decision is to take place in late June or first part of July 2010 for the permits on four lines. Bryan Adams recommends receiving and filing the executive summary. If anyone wants to look at it, there will be a copy available in his office.
A discussion was held regarding the upcoming schedule for both the pump house and water/sewer projects. Once approved at the council meeting, and all paperwork and bond are completed, a pre-construction meeting will occur. Hendricks suggested having Pete Denucci involved in the schedule as he has to do clean-up ahead of time before the project gets started. The pump house will be starting approximately two weeks and the water/sewer will be starting approximately one week.
