It was discussed on what the street department would want and 

to discuss with them.

Discussion was held on the switchgear for the substations for ESML.  Adams suggested they be ordered, as there is a 30-45 week delivery.  We need them by September 2011.

They are roughly $2M and we would own and maintain them. There is not an agreement in place for the low side at this time.  It was suggested by Adams to obtain the bids and then confer with McGrann Shea on an agreement
