Special Meeting

May 3, 2011

Mayor Hendricks called the meeting to order at 3:00 pm in the council chambers

Members Present- Hendricks, Fragnito, Marinaro, Gangl

Members Absent: Heyblom

The following items to be discussed:

1) Discuss city streets and sidewalks-would like to update the streets, curbs, sidewalks could use the map and have the street department prioritize from the map.  Could possibly fund projects rather than pay for up front.  Use Springsted for financing of projects and also implement assessments. Would like to see the main street updated
2) Guidelines for hiring summer help- would like graduating seniors within the city and if not enough apply within the city could go out of area.  Discussed Grand Rapids hiring policy.  Also college students or graduating seniors attending college. Council would decide the number of people to hire, street department to assess the applications, must be 18yrs old with valid drivers license

3) Campground Contract-Kautto updated on work he has done at the campground and pavilion, changed heaters and painted floors. Discussion also on the campground host and his requests for payment of $15/day for his time at the campground. After discussing it, Fragnito recommended to leave the contract the same for the time frame listed and will use summer help where needed.

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to leave the contract with the host the same as previous year with no other pay included 

Ayes all present—motion carried

Discussed the city to purchase a used pick-up for the street department and to fill out a purchase order for it

4) Discussed wage increase for part-time police officers-to approve a part-time officer to work on the 3rd or 4th of July they will receive equal to 1-1/2 times his regular rate
*Motion b Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to approve the increase for part-time officers employed by the City of Nashwauk for the 3rd and 4th of July as per the following: Whenever a part-time officer, employed by the City of Nashwauk is scheduled to work the holiday of July 3rd or 4th, he or she shall receive 1-1/2 times their regular classified rate of pay for all such hours worked on said holiday in addition to his regular salary 
Ayes all present-motion carried

5) Animal ordinance: discussed the ordinance and agreed to not change anything
*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Gangl to leave Chapter 91 Animals regarding 91.04 farm animals as it is stated with no change or variance to be issued
Ayes all present---motion carried

6) Discussed the responsibilities with the PUC and the city together and recommend to  set a meeting with PUC in the future

7) 8th addition update-Gangl said still at the county  for litigation of wetlands and then needs to go to IRR for grant funding

8) PUC Franchise Fees-the council is requesting the PUC to make recommendation to the council regarding franchise fees
*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to move that the NPUC as part of its power supply negotiations, consider and recommend any caps or limits to the franchise fee going forward, and report back to the city council with its recommendation

Ayes all present—motion carried
9) Mediacom and other potential vendors-Heyblom had requested this agenda item but is not present.  Hendricks said he can look into what is available. The clerk brought up the discussion from a previous council meeting and let the council know that the clerk’s office has already done some checking on other options for internet service.
