*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to accept the minutes of the May 11, 2010 council meeting, May 19, 2010 Special Meeting and Open Book Meeting May 13, 2010.

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record

City Departments:

John Calaguire – discussed bids to haul the old tanker from Nashwauk to Willow River. There were two verbal bids received; Kersher (Virginia) for $700.00 and Halvor (Superior) for $600.00. 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to hire Halvor to haul old tanker to Willow River at a price of $600.00.

A discussion was held regarding advertising for bids for a new tanker on June 17th, 2010. Mayor Hendricks talked about a possible grant available for $50,000.00 to be used for a new tanker truck. More information is needed at this point on the process of applying for this grant. No action taken.

A discussion was held regarding the work order request for pea rock at the playground. Mayor Hendricks wanted to know why the project wasn’t completed as per work order deadline of May 21, 2010. A letter will be written to the street department to find out the reason the pea rock isn’t spread out yet. The playground equipment instructions were incorrect and new instructions we going to be delivered sometime this week. The city office will notify Mayor Hendricks of the status of the pea rock. No action taken.

Old Business:

*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Marinaro to approve ordinance 218-10 for campaign lawn signs.

A discussion was held about hiring two recreation directors for the summer program. Both members would be paid the same rate as last year.

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Fragnito to hire six (6) people for the casual labor positions for the 2010 summer season as per Pete Denucci’s recommendations. The rate will be $8.00 per hour.

A discussion was held regarding the 4th of July concession stand fees. It was suggested to increase the vendor fee but keep the electrical fee of $25.00 the same. There will be two fees, one for commercial food vendors and other for local non-profits such as schools, organizations and churches. Council members are also unclear of the 4th of July food vendor ordinance and want clarification for future events. A copy of the ordinance is to be sent to John Dimich Law Office for review. 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to increase the commercial vendor fee to $300.00 plus $25.00 electric and $100.00 plus $25.00 for local non-profits.

A discussion was held regarding filling the open Commissioner position with the PUC. Larry DePaulis is the only candidate on the eligibility list. Mayor Hendricks also discussed the future possibility of another member resigning from PUC due to moving out of the service area. If DePaulis accepts, the eligibility list will be empty. An eligible member must live or operate a business in the service area.

A retaining wall was the agreement as the most important thing to get accomplished at this point.
