Discussion was held regarding the amendments to the zoning ordinance regarding home improvements. The council is currently waiting on Dimich to provide information. No action taken.

Discuss on the signs for the Industrial Park were held. Jennifer Marinaro will be creating the signs. Marinaro made suggestions about the colors of the signs and that the size should be 4’x10’ with an aluminum colored face.

A discussion was held regarding the IRR request for grant application for sewer and water on Pearson & 4th. Hendricks wanted to get the PUC involved as this is their responsibility however the council discussed how this is just the application process and it does not hold the city committed to the project.
