Mayor Hendricks called the meeting to order to order in the council chambers at 4:30 pm

CITY DEPARTMENTS:
John Mattinen spoke regarding the road that leads to the assisted living. The road has been heaving and he says it’s due to water being trapped causing it to take a long time to drain. He suggested going on the north side of the curb and install drain tile, which will level out the road. This would have to be done in the spring.
Larry DePaulis spoke on behalf of the police commission regarding hiring the part time officers. The background checks have been started and everything is progressing well. It was requested that Matthew Thomas Kelley be authorized to be placed on the part time list since his certified background check has been completed. 
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to authorize Matthew Kelly to be placed on the part time police officer list.

Karen Calaguire spoke regarding the upcoming license renewal (bi-annually license) and how the ambulance passed the state inspection. Mayor Hendricks also commented on a job well done by the ambulance service because they recently helped save a life and the mayor got a personal phone call from the family thanking the city for doing a great job.

Discussion regarding the blue pickup truck from the streets department needs a new transmission and some other small repairs. Mayor Hendricks said to think about what should be done and it will be revisited at a later time.

Discussion was held regarding the liability insurance for the full time police officers. MN Police and Peace Officers Association offers insurance called ‘Legal Defense Fund’ which will protect an officer if sued personally, which the current policy does not offer. The cost is $131.00 per year, per officer.

NEW BUSINESS:

Discussion was held regarding the land exchange with American Bank. Back in 2008, an agreement was made however no paperwork was drawn or received by American Bank. Dimich has drawn up paperwork with two variances and one quickclaim deed and said once signed, it can be sent. The legal description of the real property is ‘West Fifty Feet (W. 50’) of the East One Half (E ½) of Lot Three (3) Block Five (5) NASHWAUK INDUSTRIAL PARK. The easement is for 10’ portion of easement on Lot One (1) Block Five (5) NASHWAUK INDUSTRIAL PARK and whereas the City of Nashwauk acquired a drainage and utility easement in the NASHWAUK INDUSTRIAL PARK plat over a portion of Lot One (1) Block Five (5) of said NASHWAUK INDUSTRIAL PARK.
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to authorize Mayor Hendricks to sign the paperwork and agreement necessary.

Discussion was held regarding a donation request for Buddy Vesel benefit. The city cannot donate without a service being received. No action taken.

Mayor Hendricks gave an update on his and Heyblom’s meeting with Essar. Essar expressed their expectations in working with the City of Nashwauk and they said they will be supportive in working together. No action taken.
*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Heyblom to have the rink attendants start on December 1, 2010.

Discussion was held on the Spur station on Central Avenue. Dimich said owner was served on October 22, 2010 and had 20 days to respond with a plan for the building. No response was received so Dimich will go to the courts, file and ask the court to give authority to tear down the building. All costs would be assessed back to the owner. No action taken.
Discussion was held regarding Mayor Hendricks visiting the chamber and giving an update on Essar. The city and the chamber will want to get together with Essar after the holidays. No action taken.
Discussion was held regarding the lots in the industrial park. The city received a map from RLK on how the lots can be mapped out. Hendricks mentioned contacting the IRR to get some infrastructure funding for water and sewer. Consider creating a committee to head up ideas and progress for this project. No action taken.
Discussion was held on the community center and make sure the city doesn’t pass the opportunity to keep or receive future monies for this project. The council should revisit the issue sometime in December. No action taken.
