*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record

City Departments: Marinaro updated the council on the status of the ambulance

Additional cost for the holiday call shifts should not exceed $2000

Allow the ambulance to set up an EMS Station during the 3rd and 4th of July by the American Bank

Special Items: 

Shari Shrock gave a presentation on Mt Itasca and what it has to offer.  They are looking for support for the facility.  Discussion will be a the special meeting regarding a donation

Lou Benepe present regarding the ATV Convention.  Requesting help from the city on setting up the ATV pull.

3) Approve the following concession stands contingent upon submission of required paper work; NKG Wrestling Booster Club, Spartan Booster Club, Gary’s Concession, Original Gyro’s, Mr. Goodies, Schweiby’s Concessions, Schuster’s Concessions

Old Business:

John Calaguire discussed the bids for the fire tanker.  Two bids were received, Custom Fire $168,900 and Fire Safety $167,495.  There were some additional optional equipment pricing in the packages. Fire Saftety also has a financing package available.

Calaguire recommended to award to Fire Safety and to include the additional options for the pump and booster. Total bid for Fire Safety is $181,510.  The council discussed the tankers and made the motion to approve with all the optional equipment and noted the money is available in the reserve fund

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to approve the bid from Fire Safety for $167,495 and additional options for $14,015 so total bid is $181,510

Discussion was held on the lot across from city hall:  Hendricks recommended that the street department level off, lay sawd on the side of the hill and put up jersey dividers on the east side as they can be used in the future for a salt crib.  They could be spaced 5’ apart and save on the cost instead of end to end.  Gangl also agreed to allow the street department to purchase the required equipment to finish the lot

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to allow the city to do the necessary work and purchase the retaining walls and necessary items required for the project

*Motin by Fragnito, seconded by Gangl to approve one day liquor permit for Jams for all class reunion on July 2nd at recreation center 

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Fragnito to accept resignation from Dan Hendrickson from the PUC commission and to send a thank you letter

Ayes all present—motion carried

Discuss on the donation request for the alumni band and the decision they were looking for a banner.  It was decided the city could purchase the banner and store on site for the band

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Fragnito to approve purchase of banner for the Alumni Band and to store the banner at city hall

Ayes all present—motion carried

Mayor Hendricks updated the council on the Essar project and has a meeting regarding Essar scheduled for tomorrow.  

A satellite was placed at the baseball field for the summer and signs should be placed on the door at the little league field for the bathroom

Marinaro informed the council on the 12 air tanks donated to the Nashwauk Fire Department by the Hibbing Fire Department.
