*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Marinaro to use the existing residential purchase agreement that is in place for the sale of existing residential lots.

It was suggested to call Ted Squillace to submit a new letter for the offer on Lot 17, Block 2 for the next regular council meeting and to update him on the utility connections.

Allow Hendricks to get quotes for a sign and a flagpole for the little league field
