The meeting was called to order by Mayor Hendricks at 5:30 pm in the council chambers

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to accept the minutes of the May 26, 2009 council meeting

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record

Ayes all present—motion carried

City Departments:

*Pete DeNucci-discussion was held on lawn mower and it was decided to wait until next year to purchase one.  

A request for the new pickup to get lettering, rust proof, bed liner etc was approved by council and a purchase order to be filled out

*Paul Vraa-Discussion was held on the tasers and a policy was approved by the police commission. Discussion was held regarding the south end of town and the dumping of garbage.  Vraa suggested to the council that the gate be locked, pained and signage placed on the gate and to block the other access road with rocks

Discussion was held on the house on 2nd street.  Hendricks said he has received complaints would like the blight issue taken care of.  Vraa said that anyone with complaints needs to notify the police department so action may be taken.

John Calaguire-discussed a maintenance program for the fire trucks.  He would like

To enter into an agreement with a company to do the repairs and scheduled maintenance.

Hendricks suggested it be put on the next agenda

Karen Calaguire- discussed the base rate for the ambulance service.  We are at the low end right now charging $450.  Karen recommended to the council to increase the $550 the 1st year and then $50 increases over the next couple.  It would also need county board approval.

Karen also brought up the city website and has talked with Jody Benolken regarding this.

She will bring prices back to the council at the next meeting.  

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to raise the ambulance rate to $550 and proceed with the tiered levels as recommended and contingent upon county approval

Al Cianni was present from zoning to update the council on the campground.

It was suggested a blue print layout with detail and conditions should be listed on the permit

*A drawing was submitted for the multi purpose room (22x16) with two dorms and a multi purpose area.  The quote for the room is $3,732.41 w/o flooring and $1,470.00 for electric. Information was received from the League of Minnesota regarding requirements for the fitness room.  Heyblom said it fits the Essar monies that we have

requested from them.  No other comments were made and it was approved

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Fragnito to proceed with the multi purpose room and to start on the project using the revenues available

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Hendricks pulled the item on the quotes for computer, as they were not requested at the last meeting and to order what is needed for the ambulance department

New Business: 

Discuss carpet cleaning at city hall—council approved and to set up a maintenance program with someone to do it on a regular basis

*Roger Potter updated council on the changes to the Police Commission Policy and Taser  policies. The council wanted time to look at the commission policy so it will on the next agenda.

Discussion was held on the campground and what to do with the envelopes and registering guests.   The contract with Ole was discussed and approved for this year

*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Gangl to approve Ole Olson contract for 2009

Ayes all present—motion carried

The punch list for Fern Ave and 2nd Street sanitary sewer was discussed. Weather conditions have prohibited the items from being completed.  The council has set June 25th for a completion date

*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Gangl to approve the option that the city DOES NOT WAIVE the monetary limits on municipal tort liability

Updates on the playgrounds-Brian Gangl has ideas but would like to know what the city wants to spend. It was decided to wait till we go thru the budget and decide what funds are available and to get recommendations from the recreation board

City Projects for the Summer- Hendricks discussed items as the no parking and stop signs should be at a uniform height as to all signs on the streets, he asked if the kids were working at the school but DeNucci said it was just the baseball field we were taking care of for the school.

Heyblom left meeting at 6:45 pm

Heyblom did leave a list of items for discussion with the Mayor.  Observation deck to be cleaned and stained, clean up around old pump house, straighten apple trees at the entrance, hiring two more kids for the summer-which Hendricks said would have to be discussed with Pete

Marinaro brought up the area around Rantala trucking that is should be cleaned up and a letter be sent.  Vraa would check to see if a clean up letter had been sent out

Sidewalk Repairs:  It was talked about that a punch list should be made to prioritize sidewalk repairs.  Hendricks also mentioned painting the cracks so they are more visible to people walking. Once a list is made then each year we could replace the sidewalks.

Jeremy Donat approached the council to discuss having a racetrack for small cars on the north side of the road going to the LaRue Pit.  The council discussed and approved him to use the area and set up a few jumps.  They can check with the street department to see what else is needed
