Board of Equalization Meeting

May 3, 2011

Mayor Hendricks called the meeting to order at 1:00 pm in the council chambers

Members Present: Hendricks, Fragnito, Gangl, Heyblom, Marinaro

Members Absent: none

Discussion began with the Mayor.  No time limit will be set unless the council feels it has heard enough.  Only discuss what the board has to do and that is to review the assessed valuation of the property and the classification.  No personal vendettas.

The assessors gave an update and explained the market and how things are and what value of sales has been. The council had a few questions for the assessors.  

Frank Chimento was the first on the list to discuss his parcel.  Questioned why the valuation went up so much on his property.  Based on sales can be within 15%.

Don Messner asked why his valuation increased $12,500.  After the assessors discussed it was concluded there was a clerical error made on the property

The council made the decision to clear the error on the property
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to approve the clerical error change and allow the assessors to put the value back to $128,500 

Ayes all present—motion carried

Jerry Kinkel was the last person to speak.  He would like his assessed value to be decreased from the $1,900.00 it is currently assessed at

The board does not approve of any change to that assessment value at this time

The assessor recommended that parcel 95-425-0150 for Jonathon Swanson be reduced due to the site visit on the premises. They had never previously been allowed in the home and did re-evaluate to lower the MV from $351,000 to $308,600
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to allow the assessors to reduce the MV of the property for Jonathon Swanson

Ayes all present—motion carried

Brought up for discussion was the Chimento property.  The board had discussed lowering the assessment.  The assessors said they have been to the property two times to evaluate. There was not enough evidence and the owner should have requested it to be done.
*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Marinaro to not take any action on anything for Frank Chimento
