*City Departments:

Karen Calaguire discussed a prospective EMT for the ambulance service.  A ride along policy needs to be approved by the council

*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Gangl to approve Brian Olds as a new ride along for the ambulance and allow Mayor to sign

Ayes all present—motion carried

John Calaguire discussed grass burning and would like to get it done within the city limits

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Marinaro to approve to burn grass within the city limits

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Fragnito, seconded by Gangl to approve the communications as read

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Discussion was held on a request from Jeff and Sarah Lanners to sell firewood at the campground for the summer.  They would haul the wood in a trailer to the park and sell on Fridays and Saturdays.  There would be a sign with contact information at the park

The council approved, contingent upon talking with the attorney about the legalities of it

OLD BUSINESS:


Discussion was held on the fireworks display from last year and how the show can be better.  Hendricks said prices have increased, he talked with Zambelli and Dean Kuhn gave some good ideas on how to improve the show.  Two quotes were presented to the council for this year. After further discussion it was decided to award the bid to Zambelli

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Fragnito to award Zambelli Fireworks the bid for the 4th of July fireworks for 2010 at a cost of $9,000.00

NEW BUSINESS:

A donation request was received from the Colts baseball team.  It was decided they would be given a donation for the return of community service from the team.  A donation of $250.00 was approved after they perform the work

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to give the Colts a $250.00 donation contingent upon community service being done for the City

Discussion regarding the project coordinator position for the EDA Grant was discussed.  One application was received for the position, Bryan Adams.  Hendricks mentioned it was a formality and the engineer, RLK could be considered the coordinator and we wouldn’t have to hire Adams. The clerk informed the council of the EDA meeting regarding re-imbursement for wages for the coordinator, hiring would have to be approved by motion.

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to hire Bryan Adams as the EDA coordinator as recommended by EDA

A request from the county regarding lot 11, Block 15 for the parcel to be listed as non-conservative.  The council agreed to this but would also like information on the cost, as they may be interested in purchasing the property, a letter will be sent requesting this information

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to Classify Lot 11, Block 15 as non-conservative to Itasca County

Ayes all present—motion carried

A list of items were scheduled for a special meeting Mayor Hendricks discussed the following:

PLA for sewer and water for the Essar project was discussed.  Heyblom said we should be consistent in what we do and should be contingent upon PUC approval

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Fragnito to approve the PLA subject 

to PUC approval and be attached to all bid forms

Ayes all present motion carried

Hendricks discussed the blight ordinance and wanted to remind people to clean up animal fecese, autos, etc official spring clean up time begins in May 

The playground on 4th street needs to be addressed before summer is upon us.  Look at hiring a contractor to get the chips out, and to have the people that sold us the product come and do the installation.  We have the funds available to do the work.  Hendricks also suggested a small pavilion be built for shade. Gangl said that he would get together with Kautto and discuss the plans for the park and come back to the next meeting with an update.

Handicap parking was discussed there are complaints on one that was recently issued.  Chief Vraa needs to address this with the person who has the handicap space. Hendricks said if they aren’t going to use the sign for the handicap spot then they should give it back Fragnito suggested moving the handicap sign by city hall to be adjacent to the ramp.  Heyblom discussed the evaluation of handicap spots that was discussed previously at a council meeting and suggests the police department do this on an annual basis.

Hendricks had met with the county, DNR and KeeTac to discuss the mining in the LaRue area.  KeeTac has acquired the mineral rights and the in the future there may be some issues with the pit area.  We lease the area from the county but it may be used for future mining.  Another meeting will be set up to discuss further.  

A franchise agreement with MN Energy will be reviewed and the council will be updated at a later date.  Suggests having another council person available to attend the meeting

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to authorize the Mayor, one councilperson and a PUC member to set a meeting date to discuss the franchise agreement with MN Energy

Ayes all present—motion carried

Hendricks discussed paying off the 2009 pickup the street department has as we could use the funds available and then reimburse, as we would normally make the payment. Gangl wanted to know what the exact payoff is before making a decision. It will be on the next meeting agenda

RV Park issues to be put on the next meeting agenda

The community center project is still in the process the next step is to set up a meeting with the committee to pick a time for a public meeting so we can listen to the concerns

of the community as to where the facility should be located.

Hendricks also congratulated the boys and girls basketball teams on winning the Northern Lakes Conference

Also reminded everyone about the home show at the recreation center starting at 5: 00 pm. on Friday
