Special Meeting Minutes

July 6, 2010

Mayor Hendricks called the special meeting to order at 9:00 am in the council chambers

*Members Present: Hendricks, Heyblom, Marinaro, Gangl, Fragnito

Members Absent: none

*Discussion began on the public works grant due by the end of July.  Several ideas were discussed; some priority would be the sewer and water, street and sidewalks improvements.  Hendricks will meet with RLK to discuss and look at priorities

*The Mt Itasca donation was referred to John Dimich for further information and will be brought up on the next regular meeting

*Transfer of funds to the project fund for old city hall.  It will be updated at a later date when all bills are submitted

*Discussed the land by the assisted living facility and the possibility of changing the zoning on the north lots to residential. A price for the new sign will be discussed at the next regular meeting  

*The fire truck purchase was discussed and it was decided to pay the truck off in full so there would not be a yearly payment.  

Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to transfer $100,000 from the Economic Dev fund and $81,500 from the Fire Truck fund

Fragnito also suggested checking on a pay off early discount

*Franchise agreements were discussed and it was decided to have the attorney work on that with the city and PUC

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Fragnito to Dimich work on franchise agreements with the city and PUC

Ayes all present—motion carried

Discussion on the school to work fund and how the money can be used to help benefit the school.  It was suggested to also have the attorney check into the guidelines for this and get back to the council 

A new name for the Little League Field and the dedication ceremony were discussed and it was suggested by Hendricks to think of names and bring back to the next regular meeting with suggestions.  Hendricks will also get layouts of the sign for the field.

There were some issues at the field with the bathroom so it was suggested to order a satellite for the field

Discussion on the 4th of July celebration.  Hendricks said everything had gone well. Fragnito had heard a few complaints as well as Marinaro.  The items were discussed such as parade delays and the street dance.  Marinaro and Fragnito will meet with the 4th committee and see what can be remedied
