*Discussion was held on the letter sent to the city from the Holmbecks regarding the Spur station.  There have been pigeons and other vermin in the building.  They want the city to take care of the problem.  Heyblom wants to know what we can or cant do.  Dimich said a letter could be sent to the owner requesting access to the building, if denied a search warrant could be obtained and a building official would need to inspect and deem the building hazardous.  If it is not structurally sound and there are health issues we can then determine what can be done with the building.  It was decided that Dimich send a letter to the owner to get the process moving.

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to respond to Holmbeck’s letter and to send a letter to the owner with specific requests that were discussed and allow a 10day response time

Marinaro brought up the issue with pigeon within the city and suggested a letter be sent to the people who are feeding the pigeons.  Also suggested was to include something with the utility bills.

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Fragnito to send the letter discussed and include a copy of the fact sheet relating to pigeons

Discussion held on the city garage.  Two bids were received. Better Built Garages $27,000 and Peterson Siding $32,000.  Marinaro questioned the difference in the quotes. The difference was similar the last time quotes were requested.

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Fragnito to approve the quote from Better Built Garages for $27,000

Hendricks discussed the curbs and gutters and sidewalks.  Items that need special attention and priority.  Its time to get these items done this year and not wait till spring. Give RLK the information and get firm bids 

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Fragnito to replace the worst areas in public places and work with the street department.  Have quotes here by the next meeting

Ayes all present—motion carried

Hendricks discussed the community center and the letter that would be put in the paper regarding and that the project is on hold at this time until other priority projects get accomplished.  Gangl disagreed with not doing the project but to actively seek funding and not put on the back burner.  Hendricks said at this time we cant get all the money needed to build the center but it was just not a top priority at this time but we would still be working on funding. Heyblom concurred that we have more important issues and equipment purchased to secure before we do the community center.  We need to look at the 5 yr plan and if everything is going ok then w can look at the future goals, which include the community center.  Hendricks read the letter for the public.  Discussed the LGA concerns and how it would affect the city financially. Gangl had some concerns with how the letter was worded.  He will make any changes he feels necessary and get it back to the council for review

Hendricks also discussed the stop signs at a few intersections that aren’t visible to motorists.  He suggested a work order be sent to the street department to clear trees that are in the way of the signs

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to send a work order to clear the signs going N & S at the corner of 4th and Roberts and at the corner of 4th and Platt going South

and to check all the signs in the city
