*Motion by Bolf and seconded by Hendricks to table the Waste Management rate increase until the increase amount is known. Motion carried unanimously.

*Motion by Bolf and seconded by Hendricks to approve $150.00 for the Region Damage Prevention Safety Seminars. Motion carried unanimously.
