*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Heyblom to accept the minutes of the December 23, 2014 council meeting
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record
Ayes all present—motion carried

CITY DEPARTMENTS:  Karen Calaguire noted that Hendricks commented in the previous minutes regarding the ambulance #152 and what the intent of the rig is. Calaguire requested the minutes be changed to reflect the use of the rig.  She said the new one purchased for transfers will also be used to do 911 calls. It will be stocked like the other ambulances in case it’s needed. The council made a motion regarding the use of the rig.
*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Heyblom to use rig #152 for 911 calls if needed

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Heyblom to approve the communications as read
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to approve the consent agenda as follows: 
1) Allow Joe Dasovich to attend the Taser re-certification at HCC on March 3, 2015
Wages and course fee of $175
2) Allow the Mayor to attend the IREA meeting in Eveleth January 28, 2015 mileage and per diem
Ayes all present—motion carried

OLD BUSINESS:
1) Discuss rate for reserving recreation center for skating/hockey current rate $50/hour—Gangl commented on this regarding the upcoming Jamboree to be held at the rec center. There will be many people coming into town and would like to charge a flat rate of $500 to Greenway for the use of the recreation center. Business will benefit from the influx of people close to 300 people will be around. They will also have concessions during the event.
*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Marinaro to charge the Greenway Hockey $500 for the Mini Mite Jamboree to be held on January 24th and 25th at the recreation center
Ayes all present—motion carried

Bolf also discussed the current rate of $50, that it be billed for reserved skating times and also men’s hockey to pay $2 per person for skating on the scheduled nights.  He also noted that there is snuff chewing at the rink and it’s a tobacco-free building, signs should be posted stating this.  The clerk noted there are signs made regarding the snuff that is being spit on the floor and were supposed to be hung up at the recreation center.
John Ketola also noted that he would like both of the rink attendants at the jamboree and that Tom Martire will be the only person to run the Zamboni. There are several problems with it from others that have used it in the past.  He also noted that the center isn’t made for this type of use, as there are issues with the boards etc. that need to be addressed.  Gangl will look into purchasing a Zamboni, there are used ones available.

NEW BUSINESS:
1) Discussion was held on the civil defense phone line – Bolf contacted Marlin Halverson at the sheriff’s office and he said that if the sheriff’s office is not able to blow the siren then the one we have for manual use can be used as a backup.  He suggested keeping it.  Marinaro will check into it and see if the siren actually works and bring back to the next meeting.  The cost is about $50/month to keep the phone line

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Bolf to transfer $26,202.31 from the #125 Development fund to the #175 project fund for the 2013 street project
Ayes all present—motion carried

Heyblom agreed, but they need to be kept in a secure place. Marinaro suggested marking the cards so they are distinct for each rig.  
*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to get a debit card for ambulance 150 and 151
Ayes all present—motion carried
