Mayor Hendricks called the meeting to order at 4:30 in the council chambers

Hendricks thanked the high school metals class for making the flag brackets for the street light poles

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to accept the minutes of the May 14, 2013 council meeting

City Departments/Committee:

Karen Calaguire: discussed the ALS and handed out a packet from the meeting of the committee.  Hendricks questioned the committee meeting as at the last council meeting it was established that a committee would not meet until the questions regarding the ALS were answered.  Heyblom disagreed and said it was brought up to determine if it was feasible before knowing if there was staff available. It was a fact finding meeting.  Hendricks said something of this magnitude should involve the whole council to be making decisions. Gangl agreed that we need to see if it’s feasible or not.  After some discussion Calaguire was allowed to present her information.  No action was taken
Wage increase: there was more information that was needed, no action taken

Calaguire updated on #151 ambulance-there has been some mechanical issues and it is under warranty and will get fixed, we have a loaner in the meantime
John Calaguire: discussed hiring two fire fighters, they have been attending the training session, one has all the FF training complete and the other would need to attend the 18 mo of training.

Calaguire discussed the fireworks location: he had spoke with the County Sheriff and he said the city would be responsible if there is any damage to the tower if we use the location on the dump.  He has checked out the north end of the Hawkins Pit and spoke with Essar and they were okay with letting the city use the property for that location for the fireworks.  Dean with Zambelli will be here the 1st week of June to check out the location.  Hendricks asked about across the highway on dead mans hill and also mentioned with the air zone around Essar that we probably wouldn’t be allowed in that area of the pit.  Calaguire commented that he has brought every location to the council and doesn’t have any more time to pursue any other locations.  Gangl discussed and will support the best location for the fireworks

Discuss Ole Olson letter for campground host: Ketola said the kids are keeping up with the cleaning every couple days, Gangl want to keep it consistent if we have a host or not.  Bolf wants to hire Olson for the summer.  It was decided to have Olson take care of the park but not the bathrooms, revise the contract to reflect that
