Items from Floor:
Discussed at the beginning of the meeting: Shane Peterson represented the fire department with questions regarding the drug and alcohol policy.  Dimich answered the questions referred to him, he spoke with LMC and  it was strongly recommended that the policy be put in place for employees even if they are volunteer, they are using city vehicles and in safety sensitive positions.  They also wanted clarification on what official and unofficial means, and on prescription drug. Dimich will look into the policy and determine and if the contract needs to be modified.  
Sandy Kennedy was present to discuss the beautification on Central Ave., she wanted to know when the improvements would be put in place, new garbage cans, flowers, benches, and update the park/lookout area at the end of the street.  The city has purchased garbage cans and will be in place shortly.  She also commented that the lights are too bright and it’s hard to see at night.
