Special Meeting

August 13, 2013

Mayor Hendricks called the meeting to order at 2:30 p.m. in the council chambers

Members Present: Hendricks, Heyblom, Gangl, Bolf

Members Absent: Fragnito-Smith

Calaguire gave information to the council in response to the information request from councilor Bolf.  Discussion was about the ALS and whether it be a full time or a part time service.

Calaguire told the council that a part time ALS  is not designed for what we are talking about, questioning the reason behind going to ALS,  we have no hospital available and would supplement us  What are the intentions of the council, to tax people out of their homes? If this were a good fit Calaguire would be the first to say so.  It could possibly change the relationship we have with the other services and can’t speak for them.  The staff is frustrated with the idea; they are involved on a run and would end up basically being a driver in this situation. She couldn’t get enough staff to be here today to discuss with the council their feelings on the situation. 
Hendricks wasn’t in favor of full time, but we would have to see who is available for paramedics to do a part-time and have the neighboring cities available for a back up.

Gangl need to factor in paramedics available, cost of meds, start up costs etc.  

Heyblom noted the steps needed if we are exploring full or part time approval from state etc, and it may be a liability issue for a part-time service.

Gangl suggested exploring this and if it can make our city a better place then why not, its worth looking into.  There may be some behind the scenes dealings and we are trying to keep it on a profession level.

The different drugs were discussed that would be used on an ALS service v.s. a BLS service.  

Bolf asked for figures on the ALS just to see how much it would be, he will look into the taxing district himself, Hendricks noted to Calaguire not to put anymore time into the ALS research until you hear from the council.
Also discussed was the loaded mile for transfer, wage increase across the board.  The transfer rates are from when DePetro owned the ambulance.  Discussed who pays for the transfer and if we have a contract to provide transfers. Hendricks would like to see all get an increase not just the people who do transfers.  Hendricks requested an outline of a run or the steps involved to process a call, what is done, how many hours, etc.  Wants to understand the process. Calaguire said it would be harder to write it down than to observe.  Hendricks just wants to know the routine and doesn’t have to be in exact detail as she suggested.   Also asked about the personnel that are at the complex if they do anything with the ambulances while they are there, she said some do and some don’t.  

Bolf asked about the dog signs to be posted at the fire hall, none have been yet, they will be ordered by the city clerk.
