Mayor DeNucci called the meeting to order at 5:30 in the council chambers. 
Members present: Bolf, Heyblom, DeNucci, Marinaro, Gangl 
Attorney Dimich was also present. 

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Heyblom to approve the minutes of the December 22, 2015 council meeting 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Bolf to approve all bills signed and approve the claims register as official record 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

City Departments: Fire Chief Calaguire gave a year-end update for the Fire Department. He said there were 41 fire calls with almost $672,000 in damages to vehicles and buildings. Of those buildings, three were rental properties. Five calls were mutual aid calls and three included when mutual aid came to assist the NFD. He said they just held a reelection of officers and had a correction to the reorganizational meeting: the Treasurer is Joe Calaguire, not Joe Martire. He also discussed the slide-in unit on the number 2 brush truck. Calaguire said that rig would be the next one up for replacement in two years. Gangl commented saying he would like to see it replaced before then. Calaguire assured him that at least two more years with the rig would be sufficient. 

Special Items: Martin Grover, rental owner, was present to discuss his rental unit at 214 Central Avenue. He said he received the summons and didn’t know where to report to, so he came to the council meeting. He had spoken with an attorney that had given him similar advice. Dimich disagreed, saying a lawyer would have told him to file something. Grover presented the council with a purchase agreement and a letter saying he can’t do any more repairs on the building because banks won’t finance it. Dimich took the paperwork and told council he would give them a copy. DeNucci provided Grover with a copy of the re-inspection of his rental property. 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to approve the communications as read 
Ayes all present—motion carried

Old Business Report: 
New Rec Center: Heyblom and Gangl met with Max Gray January 6th to discuss interior changes. Artificial ice costs should be ready soon. He addressed the concerns brought up about the Zamboni room, which now means bid changes are required. Next the furniture, fixtures and equipment will need to be addressed. Solid numbers will be presented to the council when available. An architectural consult is needed to address codes, disability accessibility and to create a rendering of what the building will look like. Quotes were received from two architectural firms that were drastically different price wise. Jamnick recommended the low bidder. Heyblom voiced concerns that when issues come up that need approval, they are having to wait two weeks between council meetings. He would like a way of expediting the process and having access to the funds that are already available for the project; he assured the council that competitive bidding is taking place on all sides. DeNucci said he was okay with them moving forward. Heyblom said they could either wait for the council meetings, call a special meeting, or fill out a purchase order at city hall when needed. Bolf requested all information be sent to the clerk’s office. 

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Heyblom to hire the low bidder DSGW Architects to provide architectural services to design the building addition at the recreation center for a total fee of $22,550 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Motter: Jamnick says cleanup will begin in the spring. 

Rabbit Road: Dimich had no update, as he had not heard from the Duluth MNDoT office. He will call again to make contact. 

Overlook: Jamnick said that when Braun Intertec was here to do soil borings for the new recreation center, they also did boring at the overlook site. The rest of the project will continue in the spring. 

Bodin property interest: Bolf said Bodin met with Kautto and is agreeable with not pursuing purchasing the property. The item will be removed from the old business report. 

Fire truck storage: Gangl has received a size needed from Calaguire and he will seek bids. 

Email system: a second quote has not been received yet. The first quote is for products the council did not ask for. A second round of quote seeking will begin.

Joint Powers Agreement with Keewatin and Lone Pine: Dimich explained that the agreement means the parties involved are working toward the ultimate goal of establishing the shared sewer pond system. It establishes who will operate the system, who has what responsibilities, etc. Approving this agreement allows Keewatin and Lone Pine to begin submitting their applications for funding.

Mayor & Council concerns:
DeNucci announced at the meeting that the City of Nashwauk was not selected for the 2016 funding cycle through the Small Cities Development Program. There will be another chance at funding in the 2017 funding cycle. 

Gangl said the Rec schedule was ready and will be posted. He also questioned the price to be charged for the ice time. Gangl recommended keeping the ice time charge for Greenway at $500. The tournament charges were questioned too. Marinaro wants to charge the actual costs incurred to Greenway for their tournament at the end of the month. Heyblom compared the tournament to the 4th of July that it brings people in to town and the costs to the city aren’t questioned. 

*Motion by Gangl to charge Greenway Hockey Association $500 for ice time
DeNucci pointed out that the item wasn’t on the agenda and the council would be unable to take action. It will be on the agenda for the next meeting. 

Gangl also said the Nashwauk Endowment would also like to put information on the city website. They were told to contact the clerk’s office with the information they would like on it. 

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to adjourn at 6:10 p.m.
