Mayor DeNucci called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers 
Members present: Heyblom, DeNucci, Marinaro, Gangl 
Members absent: Bolf 
Attorney Dimich also present 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to approve the minutes of the September 22, 2015 council meeting and the minutes of the September 22, 2015 Special meeting 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

City Departments: 
Karen Calaguire requested flu shots for EMS and fire personnel. Heyblom agreed that it’s a safeguard that should be offered to all employees and council. JobCare will be contacted to see if it can be done in-house.

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to allow any employee or council member to get the flu shot through JobCare 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Special Items: 
Martin Grover, rental property owner, was present to address the timeframe council had asked him to establish. Grover said by fall of next year he hoped to have the back of the building rebuilt and enclosed. He was unable to find a contractor to do the painting yet this year, but said he had work to do on the inside that he could complete during the winter. Council asked him to bring a timeframe for the interior work by the next meeting and check-in once a month thereafter. 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to approve the communications as read
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to approve the consent agenda as follows:
1. Allow mayor and council to attend Laurentian Vision Partnership meeting Oct 14th in Chisholm
2. Approve the following ESML invoices contingent upon PUC approval: McGrann Shea $247.50; Adams Consulting $1,075.25, $1,696.25
Ayes all present—motion carried

Old Business:
Discuss Max Gray Construction Manager contract: Jamnick, Heyblom and Gangl met with Max Gray to negotiate a contract. Heyblom reported that they discussed the preconstruction fee, which would be refunded to the city if Max Gray were to get the full bid. The 4% fee percentage was also negotiated. Heyblom recommended to the council to approve the contract with Max Gray Construction. 
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to approve the contract with Max Gray Construction for the Construction Manager of the Recreation Center project 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Rental property ordinance: Stan Grunenwald, a building inspector for the State of Minnesota, was present and addressed the issue. He said the rental ordinance is a good thing, as renters need to be safe. Main concerns are furnaces, proper ventilation, smoke detectors; safety conditions in general should be checked. Other cities he is familiar with have a 4 year permit, with a $100 fee attached. Marinaro said he is not comfortable with a 4 year permit because a lot can happen in 4 years. Heyblom proposed to the council a 2 year permit and a $125 per year fee to ensure quality and compliance. DeNucci presumed the fee would cover the expenses incurred by the inspection. Gangl proposed a $200 fee for a 2 year permit; Heyblom was agreeable. Marinaro questioned how many rentals were in town. All were unsure, but this process will make it clear. 

*Motion by Heyblom to adopt the rental property ordinance 

Dimich said a public hearing must be held first. 

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to hold a public hearing following the next council meeting on October 27, 2015 regarding adopting the rental property ordinance
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Motter demolition: Jamnick told the council Casper Construction was going to start the project on the 5th of October, but halted due to Motter wanting to communicate with the zoning commission about building a storage building. The project is still on schedule and will be finished this year. 

Rabbit Road: Dimich will have a resolution to record the road as a public road and have it ready for the next council meeting. DeNucci had spoken with a resident who said he would not sign off on any easement unless the utilities were ready to be installed. 

Bozich building removal: the barn is still standing. Council will stand by their deadline established of October 15th,  and will go out for rebidding if that deadline is not met. 

Street and alley patching: the project is patched, repaired and complete. 

Observation Deck: the project will most likely take life next spring. Gangl wants money set aside to ensure that it will come to fruition. Heyblom: no cost estimates have been received yet. Gangl will reach out and get estimates. 

Assessment list from Street Dept: a memo will be given to Ketola to have him get both plow trucks assessed for hydraulic condition before the snow flies. 

Buliding inspection updates: the property at 427 2nd Street is currently tied up in chapter 7 bankruptcy and no one can bring action against them until the stay expires after November 9th. After that time, according to Dimich, the city can further pursue the issue. 

Fire truck storage: the building on 1st street was ruled out as an option. Gangl met with Ketola and Calaguire asking them to come up with a size of building desired. If he doesn’t hear back from them, the council will choose the building size. 

Vehicle maintenance: Marinaro to meet with Martire 

Rails for 4th of July bandstand: an ad will be placed in the paper requesting quotes.

Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Heyblom to approve the charitable gambling application by DeNucci’s Saloon with AmVets Post 12

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Heyblom to approve Ordinance No. 230-15 requiring a percentage of charitable gambling funds raised by an outside source to be contributed in Nashwauk 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

RAMS ballot: DeNucci informed council that RAMS updated their bylaws and would like associate members to cast a ballot to vote for or against the amendments. DeNucci recommended voting to approve them. 
*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to vote to approve the bylaw changes by RAMS
Ayes all present—motion carried 

WMMPB draft documents: DeNucci attended the last WMMPB meeting. The city, as a member, is asked to review the draft resolutions. Heyblom said they’re all applicable and important to Nashwauk and he’s not adverse to any of them. Gangl agreed. 
*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to adopt the WMMPB resolutions 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Light pole at 1st Street & Central: It was struck and knocked over for a 3rd time. Discussion was held on whether or not to replace it. Gangl feels it needs to go back up for safety. Council decided the light pole should be reinstalled. Heyblom feels a memo should be sent to the Police Chief asking him to enforce double parking, parking on sidewalks, and parking against traffic; he will also be asked to notify establishments of proper delivery of goods. 

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to advertise for rink attendants for the 2015-2016 season 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Heyblom to advertise for a part-time casual labor list 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Items from the floor: 
Darby Sater, general manager of AmVets Post 12, thanked the council for allowing them to provide charitable gambling within Nashwauk. He said they will be setup and running November 1st. 

Marinaro received calls from parties interested in purchasing the lawn mower that was up for bids last month. Heyblom said he would rather have a spare because it seems each year it is needed. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Heyblom: a house on 2nd Street has excessively long grass. He questioned whether the city crew or a contractor had been used previously to mow the lawn. DeNucci prefers using a contractor with insurance and billing the homeowner for the costs. Dimich will locate the ordinance about long grass and send a letter to the homeowner. 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to adjourn at 6:35 p.m.
