[bookmark: _GoBack]ESML Update: Bryan Adams: A gas line is being installed next to the NPUC sewer line. The sewer line was hit, but the issue is being resolved. Mattonen is supervising the County Road 58 gas line. Adams also said he has been in contact with Sherner regarding LISA components. 
CIP Update: a conference call will be scheduled to discuss a payment schedule. Also, an email was received from the MN Dept of Commerce stating there may be an audit of the CIP program. Energy Insight will be assigned to navigate that issue, should it arise. 
LCP agreement update: Bolf: once the paperwork is finalized, it will go to the city council first and then the PUC. 
Ostrander meter update: Latvala: this issue has been resolved. 
4th Street televising: Jamnick said the company hired tried televising it, but it was full of water. The ditch associated with this stretch is grown in and needs to be trenched.
