Quote for infrared and airborne ultrasound survey by Thermography & Ultrasound Diagnostics: Rick Judnick, president of the company, was present and explained his line of work. He would be looking at the overhead lines, taking images and analyzing them and making recommendations on how to fix any issues he may find. Adams said he recommended this service as it is preventative maintenance. Anderson questioned the frequency of the survey. Yearly service is recommended. Klamm wanted to know how the PUC will know how to fix the problems once they are found. Judnick said he will provide a detailed report on each pole, with solutions.
