The special meeting was called to order at 4:40 pm in the council chambers

Members Present: Hendricks, Fragnito, Marinaro

Members Absent: Gangl, Heyblom

Hendricks began the discussion with bringing to the attention of the council, allowing animals and dogs in the work place and babysitting children while under employment with the city.  Have been contacted by people about different situations and it can be resolved simply by sending a memo of the policy to all department heads.  It is up to the council if they would like to accept any responsibility with insurance issues or liability issues if something should happen.  It has been discussed before with the liability problems at the recreation center, we have to protect the community’s liability from any type of a lawsuit.  Fragnito suggested to write a policy and that it shall pertain to all employees.  It was noted that the council is not against putting the policy in place.   The clerk requested the council to word the policy as they wish.  Further discussion was held on the wording of the policy.  After the wording was approved by council a motion was made to set the work place policy.  It was then requested to send to council for review after being typed out.

Kuschel will look at the 65 and over people to see what the cost savings would be on the medicare portion.  This wouldn’t take effect until 2013.
