New Business: 
Bozich addition utility extension update: Bolf told the commission that the City received a $200,000 grant from IRRRB for the Bozich addition. The money can be used for sewer, water, electricity, road, gutter, etc. Bidding for 11 lots will begin in February 2016. Funding and utilities were discussed. 
LCP Electric Service Territory agreement: in process—more information needed before any update can be given.

LCP Franchise Fee update: LCP is having their meeting today, if they approve, the NPUC can approve the agreement.

Letter of intent from US Steel: regarding the sewer pond land, some changes had to be made, as the City could acquire the land, not the NPUC. The City will have to approve it at a council meeting. No price has been listed for the land because it is being appraised and legal fees will have to be calculated. Jamnick updated where Lone Pine Township is at with the expansion, saying studies have been completed and funding applications are being submitted on a state and federal level. Keewatin is still favorable to the idea as well.
