Rabbit Road: Mr. Dimich submitted an update via email saying the state will require a 90◦ angle access to Highway 65. The city will need to fill out an application for the access and a form can be found on-line. It must be submitted to the Virginia MNDoT office and Mr. Jamnick will likely know the process. Council asked Kurtock to refer this to Jamnick for his assistance. 
Observation deck: According to the engineering, the soil borings came back from Braun Intertec. Plans and a budget are in process. 
Building inspections: Mr. Dimich via email said all 5 matters are served and filed on the hazardous structures. He will contact the court for dates to appear and get the judge’s orders on building removal and liens for the cost to remove. 
Rental License inspection contract: Mr. Whitney of Becklin & Whitney was agreeable to performing the inspections for the city and at the rates the council had previously approved. The contract was reviewed by Mr. Dimich and the council. The item under the “Permits” section was questioned. Mr. Whitney said it was only included if the city decided to adopt the MN State Building Code. Mr. Whitney agreed the wording could be removed and added later if necessary. The copy the council had to review at the meeting was the revised version of the contract, with Mr. Dimich’s suggested revisions.
