Special Items: 
Martin Grover was present and gave the council a deadline of 30 days from the council meeting to purchase his building at $54,300. If the council misses the deadline, the cost, according to Grover, will be the amount of money he has in the building plus income lost and legal fees. He asked for someone to sign the letter he brought stating this information. Dimich signed the letter.

Item #4 for discussion: Approve Trauma & Emergency Care training for Jaime Williams and Bill Williams March 4-5 in Minneapolis; training $239, lodging $242, mileage and meals. Marinaro questioned whether Karen Calaguire was aware of this training request. Calaguire said she was not aware of it until the agenda packet was sent out. Heyblom said any training requests must be submitted to the clerk by the department heads, not personnel. Calaguire also raised an issue with the Williams’ frequently wanting external training, but not attending most of the available internal training. Council wouldn’t make a decision as to whether the training was worthwhile or not because they felt that should be the department head’s decision. Calaguire is to address the situation with the personnel involved and bring her recommendation back to the following council meeting. 

Old Business:
Old Business Report 
Bozich: Jamnick addressed the ad for bids in the agenda packet. Bids will be due March 3rd and will be for establishing 11 lots. The bids will be ready for the 1st meeting in March.

Recreation Complex: Heyblom updated from the last meeting with Max Gray and the architect. The meeting revolved around the design of the building and capacity. The floor plan was adjusted to code and the exterior image was drafted. Two options for bathroom placement were discussed, with separate bathrooms for the community center part and ice portion. There is a bonding meeting February 10th and Heyblom hopes for more insight from that meeting as well. 

Motter: The final report has been submitted; waiting on IRRRB reimbursement. 

Rabbit Road: Dimich has not heard from MNDoT to find their preferences for the angle of the road. He will contact them again. 

Observation deck: No soil boring results have come back yet. 

Building inspection updates: Dimich updated that the owners of 427 2nd Street have been served. Grover’s paperwork has been filed with the court. Also, he sent a sheriff to serve the deed holders of 20 4th street, but was unable to find them. 

Email system: the 2-in-1 system was ordered but unsure on when it is expected to arrive.

John Calaguire told council about upcoming pulmonary fit testing through JobCare. It is mandatory and $95/person. He also said in light of the ad going out for applications, he would like to take those applicants and invite them to training, assess them with a point system and bring his recommendations back to the council. Calaguire also spoke of training through the fire marshal—classes are expensive, but he has a few people interested. He is looking in to see if other fire departments have interest to maybe drive the price of the course down. There is also pipeline training coming up soon in Grand Rapids. Also, he has a DNR agreement that he will submit for the next meeting. 

Easement issue along 4th Street alley: Dimich said there was an old MN Power easement. Dimich reviewed the plat. The city has maintained the road for the last 6 years and because of that, the city has easement by prescriptive use.

He said he is optimistic for changes within the next 30-60 days. The difference between the present shutdown and the one in 2012 is that the project is three quarters built. 

Mayor report:
Mayor DeNucci read a summary of the closed meeting discussions regarding the hiring for the position of City Administrator/City Clerk/Treasurer. The Nashwauk City Council held closed meetings beginning November 10, 2015 to fill the position. Interviews took place until January 26, 2016. The result of those interviews was to ultimately hire April Kurtock for the position. Contract negotiations are still in progress.
