Karen Calaguire: discuss base rate increase, recommends an increase in the base rate
for the ambulance.

Originally Marinaro motioned to increase to the $700 but then changed his motion after more discussion
*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to increase the base rate to $750 per run and leave the other fees as is

Discuss OSHA grant received $8,500.00 for a cot-for an automatic loader for the cot in 150 ambulance.  DeNucci asked if there is a competitive bid for the purchase, Calaguire will ask Stryker if there is a better price or state bid price
*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Bolf to accept the OSHA grant agreement in the amount of $8,500.00 and to allow the Mayor to sign

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Bolf to purchase the cot from Stryker per the quote of $18,802.66

Calaguire discussed the Easter holiday pay for volunteer ambulance employees: Bolf noted the minutes when it was approved was according to the contract holidays. DeNucci noted also Good Friday is the holiday, police don’t receive the benefit if they work on Easter but the ambulance would. The Easter holiday is Good Friday. Can revisit at a later date.

Vraa is currently on the roster as a first responder

Special Items: Dave Christy-Itasca County to discuss Hwy 58
Dave Christy and Karin Grandia were present from Itasca County.  Mr. Christy informed the council Hwy 58 has been closed for the ESML project, they would be taking over part of the road when construction was done.  There have been delays in the project and the county would like the city to take over the road after they do the overlay which would be before June 30th.  It would be a 10 ton standard road; there are culvert issues to be addressed.  It was last done in 2008.  Bolf asked if the delays go longer would the road hold up. Would also like more information on the situation. Bonding money is to be done by 6-30-15 and the county won’t be getting any other extensions. It was suggested that the county work with the city engineer and make sure the road would be up to par.  Both parties agreed to have more discussion regarding the road in the future.
