Dale Nowak, Pyrotechnic Display Inc., gave council a fireworks proposal and sample displays. He gave a brief overview of the design and how it is fired.

Old Business Report: 
Bozich: Jamnick told council that Kuechle Underground Inc., the awardee of the bid, is in the process of getting bonds and insurance together for the project. He anticipates work will begin the first part of April. 

Recreation Complex: As soon as Max Gray has the structural plans, the project can go out for bids. Heyblom projected this to happen within the next two weeks. 

Rabbit Road: Dimich explained the intent of the application that was in the last council packet, saying that MNDoT wants the road at a 90 degree angle if the city were to establish Rabbit Road as a road. If the city is to establish, the permit application must be submitted to the MNDoT office in Virginia, Minnesota. 

Building Inspection: Dimich said all matters have been filed and each party has been given suitable length of time to respond. Building inspector, Doug Whitney, has agreed to testify to the condition of the buildings and his findings. Dimich discussed court dates and judges. Ideally the judges will issue an order to have the buildings removed. An affidavit of costs will have to be submitted for the cost of removal to be placed as an assessment on the property. The property owner will still own the property after removal; not the city. 

Email system: the email address have been established. Kurtock will work with Itasca Computer Resources for finalization. 

Kapella/Sierra Road: An appraisal for the proposed land to be used for the project has been received from Itasca County. They are willing to sell the property. The city needs to make them an offer. Heyblom suggested a work session. Kurtock will arrange the meeting.

Retaining wall issue at 513 York Avenue: Jamnick—the support wall for the alley has given way and shifted toward the home, pushing the deck into the basement. There are cracks on the wall of the basement that Jamnick believes to be recent and as a result of the shifting of the retaining wall. He also said the wall 10 years ago had an 8 inch gap between it and the deck. The wall will need to be rebuilt. The owners, Frank and Echo Stuntebeck, were present and asked if this was a city issue or their responsibility.

Heyblom cited state statute that requires effort to be made to stop damage from continuing. DeNucci amended his motion to reflect this.
