Peggy Hagen updated on the Nashwauk monument clean up. She proposed a collaboration with the NKHS Students and the city for an interactive art piece. It would begin in July of 2017 and be developed into the student’s curriculum. Hagen requested being able to use City of Nashwauk property for the display of the art pieces.

Old Business: 
Bozich: Jamnick reported as soon as road restrictions are off there will be a meeting to kick off the project. 

Rec Center: The Rec Board is waiting on contact with the school board, as previously scheduled meetings were all cancelled. 
Rabbit Road: in the council packet were proposed drawings from JPJ Engineering about where the new angled road would be positioned. Jamnick has more questions for MNDoT. DeNucci proposed a special meeting next Monday to discuss further and the potential impacts.  
Observation deck: The specs are ready to go out for bids. The project will have two different specs: one for landscaping; one for the deck itself. May 19th the bids will be due back to City Hall.

Building inspection updates: The judge allowed for razing of 427 2nd Street. He wanted a small change on 20 4th Street.  Whitney was present to go through his reports on 212 and 214 Central Avenue; the neighboring businesswoman, Dr. CJ Nelson, testified with her corroborating reports. The judge himself will inspect the building. 212 3rd Street and 401 Central Avenue are still on the June 6th agenda. 
Fire Truck Storage: soil borings of 132 1st Street are necessary before the City will agree to purchasing the property. 
*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Bolf to approve the soil boring quote from Braun Intertec in the amount of $3,371 to be conducted at 132 1st Street

Kapella: Council was given comparisons on other land sales but in this situation they’re unusable, as they compared land sales on a grand scale to the few acres the City is interested in purchasing.  Heyblom will look at other comparisons. 
Retaining wall: Jamnick received quotes and spoke with a company that has alternate methods for fixing walls. The issue will be discussed further at a work session. 
Land Swap: There was an offer made to Mr. Cory Thurman at 430 Central Avenue for a land swap. Originally the council had proposed a ‘12 swap for property to the East of his land. Councilman Bolf questioned the drainage ditch and who will maintain it if there are issues. Council would like it in writing to who is maintaining it. Legal council would be asked to draft that agreement of who will maintain. 
*Motion by DeNucci, seconded by Gangl to have Dimich draft a document with that language of maintaining the ditch

Resolution 09-2016: Establishing an alley in the City of Nashwauk. Council asked Mr. Thurman if he was agreeable to the terms set forth in the Resolution. He agreed the snowmobile trail can stay just as it was previously. Mr. Thurman is agreeable to snowmobiles, but not 4-wheelers.
