The Ostranders are concerned because to have new meters installed they will need to hire an electrician, the work will be extensive and the price will be steep. Findings from those diggings will bring us to the plan of action to fix. Prices to fix will vary according to what must be done, but he does not believe it will be over $4,000.

	e. Discuss letter from Lone Pine Township regarding extending the sewer system to Pengilly area: Bolf said he met with JPJ Engineering and Lone Pine Township to discuss this. Lone Pine is updating a study to see if it is feasible to join the sewer system with Nashwauk.  It will need to be checked on to see if there is enough land to support the project. Anderson is involved with the Lone Pine Township and said they are considering this because of Keewatin’s interest in joining with Nashwauk as well. He discussed the potential benefits. Significant funding through grants and low interest loans are available when collaborations like this are done. Lone Pine wants Nashwauk to be the owner of the ponds.
