Mayor DeNucci called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers
Members present: Bolf, Heyblom, DeNucci, Marinaro, Gangl 
Members absent: none
Also present: Attorney Borland, City Administrator/Clerk Kurtock, EMS Coordinator Calaguire, Engineer Jamnick

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Heyblom to approve the minutes of the May 24, 2016 council meeting 
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Marinaro to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Bolf to approve the communications as read
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Bolf to approve the consent agenda as follows: 
1. Approve a one-day liquor permit for Wizard’s Bar & Grill on June 25, 2016 at the Nashwauk Recreation Complex 
2. Approve April Kurtock to attend the MN Public Employer Labor Relations Association Summer conference in Alexandria on August 10-12, 2016 course fee $350; mileage, lodging and wages 
3. Approve the sponsor event agreement for Nash’s Hideaway dba DeNucci’s Saloon to serve alcohol through their window on Central Avenue during the 3rd and 4th of July
4. Approve the on-sale intoxicating and on-sale Sunday liquor licenses for Aaron Mayry dba Trail’s Edge at 220 Central Avenue, contingent upon background and paperwork 
5. Approve Temporary on-sale liquor license application by Nashwauk Chamber of Commerce for event at Mucho Si on June 29, 2016

Old Business Report: 
Bozich: The storm sewer was installed; curb and gutter should be finished by the end of the week. Jamnick reported that the project is progressing smoothly.  

Rec Center Improvements: Missed connections have resulted in the Recreation Board still waiting to setup a meeting with the school district. 
Rabbit Road: Bids to redesign the road to a 90 degree angle were included in the 2016 Improvement project. The low bidder was Wm. J Schwartz & Sons, Inc. in the amount of $13,472.50. The state never said that the city must change the angle of the road. This discussion had initially started with utility easement issues.  No action was taken. 
Observation Deck: Jamnick discussed the bid tabulation in which Hammerlund Construction, Inc. was the low bidder, with a cost of $179,357.00. Jamnick recommended tabling the bids to see what can be done to lower the cost of the project.  Jamnick wasn’t sure on the established budget. The approximate budget was around $90,000. Gangl encouraged the project to continue further, as it is a nice draw for the community. 
Building inspection updates: The judge signed the order to raze the building at 401 Central Avenue and gave the property owner sixty days to remove his belongings. The plan is to apply for IRRRB grant funding to raze the five structures, with an estimated timeline of mid-August. 
Fire Truck Storage: Soil boring testing returned with negative results. DeNucci inquired to the council’s desire moving forward. Heyblom feels the owner should have to make a counter-offer. Gangl says the bank should do the footwork now. Kurtock will correspond with the broker. 
Retaining wall at York Avenue: Bids were taken on the alley project in the 2016 Improvements, with two options: 1.) to realign the existing wall; 2.) to reconstruct the wall. 
	Option 1 bids: Mesabi Bituminous, Inc. $44,900.00; Wm. J. Schwartz & Sons, Inc. $14,586.25 
	Option 2 bids: Mesabi Bituminous, Inc. $49,061.00; Wm. J. Schwartz & Sons, Inc. $34,182.25 
Jamnick’s recommendation was to choose option one, as it was relatively inexpensive considering 92 feet of wall would be realigned.  Marinaro said he would rather start with that and if more is needed, address it as necessary. Denucci asked Jamnick if there was concern about why the bids on option one were notably different. Jamnick said Mesabi Bituminous, Inc. wasn’t sure how to bid on the extent of the work and bid high. 
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Marinaro to approve Option One and award the bid for realigning the retaining wall in the York Avenue alley to low bidder Wm. J. Schwartz & Sons, Inc. in the amount of $14,586.25
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Bozich barn tear down: following conversation with Mr. Ismil of IRRRB, Kurtock asked the barn be addressed at the next meeting, as a grant may be going through for the razing of the barn. 
New Business:
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Gangl to accept the resignation of Fire Chief John Calaguire effective May 31, 2016  
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Gangl said as a recommendation by the League of Minnesota Cities, the days of the Fire Department voting for a new chief as a department are gone because of legal issues such as discrimination. Gangl would like info from the League to be given to the fire department. Marinaro urged that the short term issue of not having a Fire Chief needed to be addressed. Attorney Borland recommended temporarily appointing someone fill the position. DeNucci acknowledged that a process for this situation had not been established within the City. Kurtock will research the proper process and have it ready for action at the next meeting. 
*Motion by Heyblom, second Bolf to appoint Rob Coughlin as interim Fire Chief

2016 Improvements: Jamnick reported that the improvements included Platt Avenue, Rabbit Road realignment, and the York Avenue Alley retaining wall. Bids were opened on June 9, 2016. Jamnick recommended to award to low bidder Mesabi Bituminous, Inc. DeNucci asked if council wanted to take action on this project. Bolf said he would take action on Platt Avenue. 
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Heyblom to approve the Platt Avenue project and award to low bidder Mesabi Bituminous, Inc. in the amount of $112,307.50  
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to approve the Department Surveys and send them out to all departments. 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Heyblom to table the request by NKHS for scoreboard sponsorship until the next meeting. 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Heyblom to table the soil sampling report. 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Bolf to hire Shannon Fremling and Jeremy Karnes on the Nashwauk Ambulance Service, contingent upon background and paperwork.
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Disc Golf: Council discussed the possibility of a disc golf course in Nashwauk. The equipment would be sourced locally. Gangl said the City would need a plan and to assess the level of support within the community support.  It will be tracked in old business. 
Pigeon issues: Included in the packet was a sample ordinance from the City of Hibbing. Attorney Borland spoke to the enforcement of the ordinance and questioned the level of charges and penalties the council would like to impose. An ordinance for Nashwauk will be ready for the next meeting. Bolf asked if it could added to the existing ordinance regarding waterfowl. Kurtock will forward the existing ordinance to the attorney. Gangl voiced concern about people still being able feed songbirds. 
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by DeNucci to establish a fee for a temporary liquor licenses at fifty dollars. 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Office Assistant applicants: Gangl briefly discussed the scoring system and the applicants. Four applicants were chosen to be interviewed for the position: Amber Goss, Tiffany Bodin, Amy Luepke, Cara Helmbrecht. 
Interviews will be June 21, 2016 beginning at 5:30 p.m. 
Items from the floor:
John Weiher, pastor of Nashwauk Alliance Church, said he was looking to establish a youth center within the City. He heard about the potential remodeling of the recreation center and was curious about collaboration. Weiher expressed concern about consistency of a timeframe to utilize the center. The Recreation Committee agreed to meet with him and discuss specifics. 
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Gangl thanked the former Fire Chief, John Calaguire, for his service and dedication. The council all agreed. 
There will be a power outage at 5:00 a.m. Tuesday, June 21, 2016 for approximately two hours. In case of inclement weather, it will be rescheduled for Thursday, June 23, 2016 at 5:00 a.m.
