Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Hendricks to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record
Ayes all present—motion carried

City Departments:
John Calaguire recommended hiring five fireman—some of their training is complete as well as EMT training. Need to pass fitness test and backgrounds
*Motion by Fragnito-Smith, seconded by Hendricks to hire the five applicants to the fire department contingent upon passing required test and backgrounds
Ayes all present—motion carried

Discussed the training dollars available and will do training at the Bozich property as well as the house burn sometime in November. 
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Heyblom to get the asbestos check done on the Bozich house before the fire department does the burn
Ayes all present—motion carried

The fire and ambulance departments are making an area in the south west corner of the safety complex as a memorial, which will have a park bench and other items. Requesting the city put and 8x4 concrete pad in place for the items
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Bolf to have the city crew place an 8x4 pad for the memorial area
Ayes all present—motion carried

Hendricks thanked all the people and volunteers that helped out with the 4th of July celebration

Special Items:
Ben DeNucci Police Commission-requesting to add two part-time officers from the list that is currently in place. Joe Broniak and Cody Woodman, contingent upon passing physicals, and background checks
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Bolf to hire the two part-time people contingent upon passing background and physicals
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Bolf to approve the communications as read
Ayes all present—motion carried



*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to approve the consent agenda as follows:
1) Approve the following for the EMSL project: McGrann Shea $1092.50
2) Training for Tiffany Bodin-EMT ambulance, October 10, 11th -cost for room $79.00/night plus tax, course fee $125.00, plus mileage
Hendricks asked if any others would be going to the training as it is quite expensive if quite a few would decide to go. Calaguire stated that maybe one more would possibly attend
Ayes all present-motion carried

Old Business:
1) Spur Station-Clerk LaBine updated on the pumps and that Wesanto was notified and called to say that they would be removed sometime after the 4th of July.  Heyblom suggested a time limit for the removal, as it is our right to set a date per Dimich. Bolf suggested by the next council meeting July 22, 2014 and to notify Wesanto of that decision.
2) Impila ditch update-Bolf checked into it and when the backhoe is available the ditch will be dug
3) Bozich addition update-Hendricks spoke with Tomassoni and state law says we did get the bonding funds.  We can discuss in the future of what we will do with the Bozich property. Hendricks called a moving company for the buildings to be moved and the cost was $5/sq. ft.  Will discuss with the city crew to get an idea of where to put the building and also to get prices on a new one. The building is 40x80

New Business:
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Gangl to approve Partial Estimate #3 to Mesabi Bituminous for the 2013 street improvements in the amount of $73,949.66
Ayes all present—motion carried
Discussion regarding this payment was held as the sod isn’t done and the curb and gutters, no money will be released until that is done.  Jamnick said there was about $160,000 left to pay

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Bolf to approve Partial Pay Estimate #1 to Casper Construction for the 4th Street project in the amount of $166,661.87 contingent upon PUC approval
Ayes all present—motion carried
Pipe is in the ground, the road will be in soon and part of Platt will also get done. Bolf suggested expanding the road by the church, the trees are in the boulevard and can be removed by the city.  Jamnick will look at it.

*Motion by Fragnito-Smith to approve donation to the Historical Society requesting $1.00 per person
Motion failed for lack of second
Discussion from Bolf was to hold off until the budget meeting in September
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Heyblom to put on budget meeting agenda in September and decide what to donate at that time
Ayes all present—motion carried
Hendricks mentioned that someone dropped off some annuals at the city and what would the council like to do with them
*Motion by Fragnito-Smith, seconded by Gangl to give them to the Historical Society
Ayes all present—motion carried

Discussion to reschedule council meeting for August 12th-Primary Election are being held –
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Bolf to cancel meeting and not to reschedule, have people approve the invoices to be paid at that time
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Fragnito-Smith, seconded by Heyblom to keep items that are not resolved or completed on the agenda until they are
Ayes all present—motion carried

The council received a resignation notice from Dave Savolainen from the zoning committee. He was thanked for his time on the commission
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to accept the resignation and to advertise to fill the remaining term of that position
Ayes all present—motion carried

Karen Calaguire updated on the search for an ambulance to do the transfers.  The delivery can be as quick as four weeks.  Recommend a power lift cot in the van which is estimated to be about $13,000.  Heyblom and the council agree to allow her to decide what is needed for that rig.
Price of rigs range from $59K to $63K

Bolf discussed the lawnmower and it was stated at the last meeting they were around $5,000 and the quotes came in at $10,000.  Need to get a quote from another company for the same type of mower. Would like to also get a company that can do repair work if needed for warranty purposes

Hendricks noted that filings will be starting soon and there are two council and one mayor position open this year. He encourages people to sign up for the positions.
