Old Business: 
Bozich: Engineer Jamnick reported that the curb and gutter was finished. The contractor will be paving the road July 13, 2016 if the weather cooperates. A first base down will be laid down, followed by a wear coat; he clarified that the pavement will reach all the way to Highway 65. He anticipates the project will be done by the end of July. 

Rec Center improvements: No response has been received from ISD 319 regarding collaboration. DeNucci suggested sending a representative to the school board meeting. Heyblom said one board member would be contacting the superintendent to address rumored funding sources for the possible collaboration. Heyblom suggested a written communication to be sent to the school board asking them for a response. 
Observation: Bolf suggested rejecting the bids received for the project. Other Council members suggested other ways of lowering the cost of the project. Jamnick suggested changing the material to concrete or aluminum.

Kapella: No updates are known; in the future they will need utility extensions. The Clerk will reach out to Mr. Fedo for an update. 
York Avenue update: Jamnick has asked Schwartz for a schedule for the project. 
Platt Avenue: The contractor is pushing to have the project finished before the school of year begins. 
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to approve the hire of Josh Engel, Noah Vincent, and Brody Nelson for part-time casual summer laborers contingent upon paperwork and background

ISD Scoreboard Sponsorship: Attorney Vollstaedt reported that Statute says the City is able to extend funds for stadium improvements such as this and said the City can move forward with advertising on the scoreboard.
