Peggy told the council Club Mesabi the biking club is using Nashwauk as an example of hospitality.

Old Business Report: 
Bozich Residential: The Project is at substantial completion which means that the one year warranty period will start now.  

Rec Center: Gangl will be working on scheduling a meeting with KOOTASCA. Heyblom would like to have plans from contractor put together for the meeting to present so he will work on getting those together from Max Gray and have them sent over. 
Observation Deck: There is a possible new funding through IRRRB in grant form. That will be made available November 1, with a Sept/Oct timeframe. 

Building inspection updates: The Resolution for 214 Central Ave has been signed by the Clerk. The building owner has sought representation (Andrew Shaw) and so communications will go through that office.  


Kapella: JPJ Engineering has been in contact with Mr. Kapella in regards to Public Utilities for the Kapella site. There is an IRRRB grant currently that is called the Development Infrastructure Grant. The timeline is August 8-31 so this grant would need to move quickly and may be applicable to this project. A resolution may be required at the next meeting in order to move forward for help with funding this project. This property is not recorded as a platt with Itasca County. Kapellas are interested in having three buildings set up with utilities. 
Retaining Wall, York Ave: Schwartz has said the project will not begin until after Labor Day. Heyblom questioned whether it would be done before frost. The intent is to have it done before then. 
Platt: The intent is to start removing the week of August 15, 2016. The project completion date is September 15, 2016. 
Disc Golf: We received contact information for an individual from the Hibbing Disc Golf Club; more information will follow. 
Old Business: 
Attorney Vollstaedt explained that after some correspondence with the resident in question, he is encouraged the council to proceed by sending a certified letter to the resident explaining any further harassing communications will result in the request for a harassment restraining order.

*Motion by Gangl to approve the Partial Payment Estimate No. 3 for the Bozich Residential project to Kuechle Underground Inc. in the amount of $95,674.40 and allow the mayor to sign. Bolf questioned requesting the removal of sales tax from the engineer before approving this payment.
