Mayor DeNucci called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the council chambers.

Old Business Report: 
Bozich: The grant final report was submitted; the City is waiting on reimbursement. Marinaro suggested getting signage similar to that used in the Industrial Park to advertise lots for sale.

Building Inspection updates: Attorney Vollstaedt said the signed order for property owners at 214 Central Avenue was given to the Sheriff’s department for delivery. No receipt of delivery has been received yet, but Vollstaedt will update the Council when completed. 
	Marinaro questioned if the garage on the corner of 2nd and Deering Street had been addressed as a blight building. DeNucci suggested compiling a new list of properties to be addressed and have it ready for the next council meeting. 
	Heyblom asked if unlicensed vehicles in town had been addressed. The clerk will ask the Police Chief of progress on that issue. 

Fire Truck Storage: An email from American Bank regarding the MPCA’s decision on the 132 1st Street building was forwarded to the City Councilmen; however, most did not receive the email. The clerk will draft a letter to American Bank asking for more information about the ruling. A closed meeting to discuss the purchase of real property will be held following the September 13, 2016 Council Meeting. 
Kapella Project: Mr. Fedo and Mr. Kapella were present to discuss the grant application through the IRRRB. Their desire is to connect water and sewer lines to a majority of the buildings on the old Latvala Lumber property. The group has been working with JPJ Engineering to draft project costs. Fedo asked the Council to support the project, pass the resolution in the agenda packet, and support a development agreement to be drafted by the City attorney. Council asked the attorney to begin drafting a development agreement.

Platt Avenue: An update from JPJ Engineering informed the council that construction was set to begin August 23, 2016.

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Gangl to approve Partial Payment Estimate No. 3 for the Bozich Residential project in the amount of $95,674.40 to Kuechle Underground Inc.

At the August 10, 2016 Council Meeting the engineer was asked about sales tax on the Bozich Residential payment. Jamnick responded via email saying the project would not qualify for a sales tax exemption, as that would have needed to be set up in the bidding process to qualify. If the City would like to have sales tax exempted from future projects, it could be set up; however, for that to happen the City would have to solicit bids separately for materials and labor, and designate a purchasing agent for the City. 

132 1st Street property: The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency had made a decision on the property. Council will discuss the possible purchase of real property in a closed meeting following the next regularly scheduled City Council meeting. 

Pricing Bozich Lots: The Council agreed that the lots should be set at a price that will encourage people to purchase them. Bolf asked if the electricity would be installed this year. The details will be discussed through a work session. 

New Business: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Purchase order for Dodge pickup by the Street Department: DeNucci questioned if the vehicle would fit in with the Street Department’s budget guidelines. The department had enough funds under operating supplies to cover their remaining estimated purchases and the purchase of the vehicle. Gangl said he would have preferred to see a side-by-side comparison with another vehicle to purchase; or possibly weigh the benefits of purchasing a new vehicle. John Ketola entered the council chambers. He informed the council that the truck the summer laborers are currently using is deteriorated. The benefit of purchasing the Dodge is the lift gate it has, which will make lifting the mowers much easier for the laborers. The vehicle will be used primarily in the summer. 
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to approve the purchase of the 2007 Dodge pickup from Mark Marinaro in the amount of $3,500

Mayor DeNucci commented that he had spoken with Pony League coach Mr. Williams and encouraged him to submit a purchase order for equipment that would need to be replaced. 

PUC Update: Bolf mentioned the public notice that was in the packet notifying of the hearing to be held September 20, 2016 regarding the sanitary sewer project. 
Bolf updated that bids for the water extension project up Highway 65 were opened; however, the cost was double than what was anticipated. He said unless a grant became available for the project, it would not continue. The bids for the project could be held for 60 days; a grant would be sought. 
Bolf also mentioned a special meeting to be held for the NPUC regarding settlement agreements with Essar Steel Minnesota Limited on August 25, 2016.
