a. ESML CIP update: Scott Wishart of Energy Insight presented the commission with a report of ESML projects that potentially qualify for rebates. He is looking to gather more information about each project and its operations before a rebate can be processed. All the information presented was preliminary until all information is available for input. Anderson questioned the accuracy of the calculations. Wishart assured the calculations were very accurate, as the specs come directly from the manufacturer of the equipment. Rebates are determined by the savings of what energy efficient equipment is installed versus what could have been installed. 

b. Electric wholesale rate increase: tabled 

c. Review MN Dept of Health Source Water Protection plan grant application: Jamnick said the application in the agenda packet is for a grant for $2065 to seal the old well at the Bozich property. 
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Tweed to apply for the grant from the MN Dept of Health in the amount of $2065 to seal the well at the Bozich property and allow Chairman Latvala to sign the cover letter

d. Ostrander meter situation: Mr. Ostrander submitted a letter to the Commission stating he felt everything up to the weather head is the responsibility of the city. Bolf said the policy was changed within the last 3 or 4 years. Bolf would like Latvala and Kautto to meet with Ostrander and explain the policy, situation, and responsibility; the results of that meeting will be brought to the following PUC meeting. 

e. Sewer extension to Lone Pine and Keewatin: Jamnick recently met with representatives of Keetac regarding the land needed. They visited the pond site and were given the information they requested. Anderson questioned if Lone Pine and Keewatin came in, how many ponds would need to be added? Jamnick said 3 ponds would be necessary; each town could add independently, but to be the most cost effective, both should add at the same time.

b. Storm water issue at 4th street: resident Terry McCollar expressed his concern to the commission about a flooded drain that causes the man hole cover to lift off from water pressure following heavy rain. His field is also flooded afterward. He believes a larger storm drain line would correct the problem. McCollar is also concerned about children potentially falling in the man hole after the cover comes off. Kautto would like to check for possible clogs with camera monitoring. 
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Anderson to have Jamnick assess the situation and find a solution
