Mayor Hendricks called the meeting to order at 4:30 in the council chambers

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Gangl to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2014 council meeting and the September 9th and 16th special meetings
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Heyblom to approve the communications as read
Ayes all present—motion carried

Old Business:
1) Discuss donation to the Itasca Historical Society-Bolf explained that there was no donation given last year and doesn’t want to donate this year.  Gangl concurred, they are asking for a donation but no representation is present to explain what the donation is used for.  Fragnito-Smith suggested that Lila Crowe be contacted and discussed at the next meting
*Motion by Fragnito-Smith, seconded by Heyblom to contact Lila Crowe to be at the next meeting to explain what the donation is used for
Ayes all present—motion carried

2) Discuss lease agreement for Midwest Manufacturing-Hendricks had a couple of changes to the address of the property. He spoke with American Bank and was ok with use of more property
*Motion by Hendricks, seconded by Gangl to approve the lease agreement with Midwest Manufacturing with the change made
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Bolf to name the Bozich property “Bozich Addition to Nashwauk” per purchase agreement
Ayes all present—motion carried

3) Bozich building tear down proposals- two bids received and both rejected, one had no insurance and the other had extra items bid not required by the city. 
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Hendricks to reject both bids and to re-bid the project
Ayes all present—motion carried


4) Safety Complex updates for floor, air conditioners etc.—Hendricks checked out the building and the floor needs to be replaced and also to look at getting central air throughout the building.  Heyblom agreed the work needs to be done; Gangl concurred and suggested to get quotes on the bathrooms and see where to go from there. 

New Business:
1) Approve itemized timecard for the street department-Hendricks noted that there is a need for more of a breakdown within our accounting system in place. It has been suggested by the auditor that things need to be more specific. Gangl wants Ketola to look at and get his input.  Bolf noted that both Kautto and Ketola have seen the timecard and it was approved by the utility commission.  There needs to be accountability for the work being performed.  Gangl still wants input from Ketola
*Motion by Hendricks, seconded by Bolf to implement the new timecard for the street department

2) Discuss Little League Field Drainage issues-Hendricks noted that the field has drainage problems on 1st base.  Need to look at taking care of that this spring.  Bolf suggested the engineer look at it.
*Motion by Fragnito-Smith, seconded by Gangl to have our engineer look at the problem at the little league field and get back to the council on what can be done
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Hendricks to allow a change to Senior Group Platinum on the BCBS plan and allow Clerk LaBine to set up meeting with BCBS and retirees
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Hendricks to approve pay estimate #3 to Casper Construction in the amount of $9,985.92 for the 4th street and Platt Ave
Ayes all present—motion carried

Precious Paws contract—No discussion waiting for more information to approve new contract with Precious Paws, increase to $150/mo from $100/mo.

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Hendricks to allow any council or mayor to attend the Mining Forum on October 6, 2014 in Virginia per diem plus mileage
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Hendricks to approve resolution 14-011 for the preliminary budget for 2015

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Fragnito-Smith to advertise for rink attendants for 2014-2015

ITEMS FROM FLOOR:
Denise Ford addressed the council regarding trick or treating in the city.  Would like to have something the day before Halloween from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. so not to interfere with the city’s Halloween Party on the 31st.  She would like to post signs and advertise on social media. The city does not have an ordinance regarding trick or treating, so the council can’t say yes or no that people may trick or treat in town.  They suggested she talk to Maddern. She has and he suggested that she come to the council.  Maddern didn’t see a problem with it if the residents are aware of what is going on. The council didn’t have a definite decision on this as there is not an ordinance in place.
