Mayor DeNucci called the meeting to order at 5:35 in the council chambers

Attorney Dimich also present 

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to approve the minutes of the August 25, 2015 council meeting, minutes of the August 18, 2015 special meeting and the minutes of the September 1, 2015 special meeting 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Marinaro to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record
Ayes all present—motion carried 

City Departments: 
John Calaguire: In May the Fire Department applied for a grant to convert the brush truck for more suitable use. They did not receive the grant, as the DNR did not feel it was a priority. The project will cost approximately $8,000 and Calaguire would like the authorization to go ahead with the conversion without the grant. A box for the truck has already been purchased. 

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Gangl to allow Calaguire to get at least 2 bids for the conversion of the brush truck 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Calaguire also informed the council about up-coming training for first responders and refresher training. 

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Gangl to approve first responder training and refresher training for those fire department volunteers that need it 
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Heyblom to approve the communications as read 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to approve the consent agenda as follows: 
1. Approve the following ESML invoices contingent upon PUC approval: McGrann Shea $82.50 
2. Allow council, mayor or clerk to attend LMC 2015 Regional Meetings October 8th, 2015 in Mountain Iron; $40 per person, mileage, per diem and wages 
Ayes all present—motion carried 
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Old Business 
Establish a timeframe of repair for inspected buildings: Dimich said he was given direction to take court action on 401 Central Avenue and 212 3rd Street. As for 20 4th Street, owners will be doing the razing themselves. 15 1st Street is going to apply for IRRRB help. DeNucci would like to establish a time-frame of action for the Grover building on Central Ave. A reasonable amount of time has been given and the burden of proof should be on the owner to show progress to the council, said Heyblom. Bolf said to call in Building Inspector Whitney to see what he thinks a time-frame should be. Heyblom feels that will prolong the process and it can’t be pushed back continually. Significant progress needs to be shown every 30 days, with check-ins every 30 days. 

*Motion by DeNucci, seconded by Heyblom to have Dimich send a letter to Grover addressing his property on Central Avenue and requesting a response from him and his intent. 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

New inspection at 427 2nd Street: The house is vacant, in disrepair, and the owner lives out of state, which will limit the inspector’s ability to inspect the interior. 

*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Marinaro to send Building Inspector Whitney to complete an exterior inspection of 427 2nd Street. 

Past due ice time invoice for Greenway Area Hockey Association: Gangl spoke to Mr. Guyer, a representative of the association. It has been a matter of lack of communication. Guyer said a check was mailed on August 15. The City has yet to receive it. Guyer said a cashier’s check will be delivered. 

Bozich: Chris Ismil from IRRRB informed DeNucci the grant application has been submitted for consideration. 
Recreation center: 2 extensive proposals for the construction manager position were submitted. Heyblom said it will have to be discussed in a work session, as they are both comprehensive and will require much discussion. Dollar and cent wise, Heyblom said one was clearly better. 
Motter: The Pearson Ave grant wasn’t approved due to the Motter project being in progress.  
Intersection of 1st and Central: A stop sign was installed September 8, 2015. 
Rabbit Road: DeNucci heard from one resident confirming he would sign-off on the easement. 
Bozich building removal: Gangl and Bolf said they would stop at the property to check. 
Sanding truck repairs: currently in progress of being repaired. 
Street & alley patching: 1st street has been patched. 
Recreation Committee: currently no one has applied. If no one applies, it will be Gangl and Heyblom heading the committee. 
Observation Deck: Bolf spoke with JPJ Engineering. It must have a 60’ runway, with a rest area every 20’ to be handicapped accessible. Bolf is currently in the processing of applying for a grant to help offset costs. 
Vehicle Assessment List: Ketola is to have two plow trucks assessed for their mechanical and hydraulic condition, and two quotes for total replacement costs. 
M&M Loading Zone: the council received a letter from Chief Maddern stating his opinion on the parking issue. Gangl would like Maddern to work with the business owner directly. Marinaro recognized that the road is scheduled for repairs in the coming year and wouldn’t want double work to be done in the area. 
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to allow Maddern to take and enforce the necessary action he sees fit to resolve the parking issues at M&M Auto 
Ayes all present—motion carried 

Bodin property interest: no information had been received from the engineer. DeNucci said he’d let Bodin know “offline” when he hears something. 

Fire Truck Storage: Gangl checked into the old auto building on 1st Street. American Bank is asking $89,900 for the property. Ideally the council should find a city owned lot to build cold storage on to avoid taking a tax base. Heyblom would like Kurtock to collect a list of city owned properties and disperse them to Gangl, Ketola, and Calaguire. 

Vehicle Maintenance Person: Gangl asked Marinaro to take the lead on this, as he is now wrapped up during the day. 

Railings for the 4th of July bandstand: no pricing yet 

Transition plan for Clerk’s office: to be discussed at Special Meeting to follow the Council Meeting. 

New Business:
Discuss a pay scale for the City of Nashwauk: Gangl asked if this was about ceilings and if so, it would need lengthy discussion, research, and should be put on a work session. 

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Heyblom to approve the application for one-day liquor permit for DeNucci’s Saloon at the Recreation Center on September 19, 2015

Discuss Resolution 10-2015 Extending Essar Steel October 1st Project Completion Deadline: Mitch Brunfelt of Essar Steel was present. He thanked the Council for their ongoing support. He explained the resolution and how the development agreement was established years ago. Financial and economical delays lead to this resolution being necessary and the situation is time sensitive. Brunfelt said local support is critical and he asked for the council to support this resolution. Heyblom agreed that the financial world was a mess. It is evident that on-site progress has been made. This is something that has to be done and the city will benefit. Gangl expressed his frustration with lack of communication and updates from Essar representatives.  Residents deserve more information. Brunfelt said he agreed and pledged to give a monthly update at city council meetings. He also informed the council that there will be community tours of Essar September 23rd with sign-up sheets available at city hall.  Heyblom brought up the ‘Home of Essar’ sign that was discussed years ago. Brunfelt said Essar wants to be a good corporate citizen and will look into the sign idea again.
