Old Business:

A discussion was held regarding the monthly fee at the campground, which is currently $350.00 per month. The PUC had answered Hendricks question regarding the metering and charging the campers. No changes will be made at this time.

A discussion was held regarding the donation request for the MS walk. The city cannot donate as per policy.
Hendricks discussed the GIS and the potential to move forward in May. The discussed a proposal from the City of Grand Rapids and how it would be beneficial to the street department and how it would pay for itself many times over. It gives the location and recording of information of our utility system (i.e. size of pipes, connections, age, etc.). There are two prices, one if we hire an intern, or the City of Grand Rapids provides the intern. Hendricks said we don’t have to do it all in one year. We would do the water and sewer first, then do the electrical next year, for example. Gangl likes the idea and suggested we put it on the next agenda. Maybe the City of G.R. rep for this can come to the meeting. 
Hendricks commented on the thank you letter from ISD 319. He wanted to thank them for giving the city the recognition for giving the grant. He also wanted to thank the council for supporting and doing this project.

Fragnito thanked the mayor for bringing her up to date on what she has missed in the last few meetings.
