*Discuss proposal for the franchise fee from the ESML project: Hendricks discussed the proposal for the franchise fees.  The city will work out the details with Nashwauk and Greenway Township, and the PUC will discuss with Lake Country Power.  The agreements need to be in place with the townships before there can be a commitment on the street project.  Gangl asked where the breakdown came from. Hendricks explained that the information was in the agreements that were given out.  He explained how LCP got their portion in the agreement.  The townships are to get 10% each.
