Karen Calaguire presented to the council quotes for the siren.  Federal Warning, $12,568.50 and Storm Siren $22,000.00. Separate quotes were received for the siren install and the pole install.  

Heyblom explained he was in favor of spending the extra as Federal Warning Systems were more than helpful and easier to work with than the other bidder.
