The city will be following the recommendation for Itasca County Soil and Water regarding this issue. The slope is towards the north. The work will be done to maintain a level. This will then follow the ordinance on ponds.
*Motion by Cianni, seconded by Brown to approve a permit for Terry McCollor to replace his existing fence with a new one 102’x4’. This will be a chain link fence with a possible future extension of 50’ of fencing.

This led to a discussion on the Clerk’s office wanting clarification from the committee on who gets a permit and for what. The permits are good for two years. Dimich said it would require a permit if you are altering or changing an existing structure. This refers to section 17.2 (Zoning Permit Requirements) in the zoning ordinance. If it’s a project, then it would require a permit. 

Mitchell noted that the city has sent out an advertisement for the replacement of a zoning committee member.
