OLD BUSINESS:

Review water/sewer utility extension to ESML Equipment Maintenance Shop: Jamnick updated the commission

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Tweed to approve the change order to the maintenance shop for water and sewer in the amount of $107,094.00

Review trailer court electrical metering: MMUA recommends serving the trailer court power as we are doing and we can run into issues if we don’t
NEW BUSINESS:
Minnesota Power did a presentation on wind power
Preliminary report on water/sewer rate study: John Jamnick went over the information on the rate study, will set up a meeting with Bolf and Tweed to discuss in detail
Review electric system O&M scope of work: Adams made an agreement for the O&M for the distribution system and can secure a proposal with MP. An example agreement is in the packet Bolf suggested to table till the next meeting

Review sectionalizing ESML construction line: ESA to serve Nashwauk from McCarthy sub and need to add recloser. Enable to switch power between subs. Suggested to table till next meeting
Adams updated on the 750 KCMIL cable damage at Essar site, rocks and flying debris damaged cable.  Had 10’ extra and cut off damaged ends there will be extra charge for repairs

*Motion by Tweed, seconded by Bolf to approve any commissioner to attend the MMUA conference on August 20-22 in Brainerd

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Tweed to make the following addition to the PUC policy: credit or back billing to be added to the PUC policy—Whenever the NPUC bill or bills need to be corrected because of error, whether to the utility or the customer, Nashwauk will refund the customer the amount of the error, and Nashwauk can back bill the customer the amount of the error for a period up to when the error occurred but not to exceed one year

Discussion on the culverts for residents: Hendricks mentioned that a couple people are requesting an extra culvert for the lots.  In the past people have gotten more than one culvert at no charge.  The other residents that have more than one lot have paid for the extra culvert.  Bolf concurred that it was one per household not per lot.  Tweed suggested not changing and following the past practice
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Tweed to follow past practice, one culvert per household the property owner is responsible to purchase any extra and must be the size requested by the City Ayes all present—motion carried
*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Klamm to approve the change order #1 for the McCarthy sub and allow National Conductor to do the work, $37,950.00

Tweed discussed the cold weather rule policy for Hibbing in the newspaper; clerk will get a copy and see what they do with troublesome accounts
