Mayor Hendricks called the meeting to order at 4:30 in the council chambers

City Departments:

John Calaguire- informed the council of the grant for the air compressor in the amount of $37,050.00 was awarded to the city. Would like authorization to get quotes for the air compressor

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Marinaro to allow John Calaguire call for quotes for the air compressor system
Ayes all present—motion carried

Updated the council on the fire truck that is for sale, want ok that we can sell.  Range of $5,000.00 to $7,500.00 is asking price
The fire department will be handing out fliers for the information for the National Fire Wise Day.  There will be a $250.00 reimbursement from Fire Wise for the purchase of the handouts.

Burning restrictions are now on so it makes it hard to do any burning.

Also noted was a reimbursement for the EVS training, voucher dollars are available to cover the cost of the class

Hendricks discussed the new ambulance and the request to change from a Type I to a Type III  ambulance and says he has gotten educated in the process.  The ambulance is here and invites the public to look at the ambulance.  The ambulance could be more than the $120,000 the county has in their budget.  If the bid comes in over the $120,000 the city would have to pay the difference.  
We will have to decide what fund the money will come from.  A special meeting can be set to discuss.  Gangl suggested the Development fund money is available for this. Hendricks said we aren’t here to discuss this tonight; we don’t want the tax payers subsidizing the ambulance fund. The area towns may have to look at help from them, have a work session to discuss at the time.
We need to decide if the bids come in that we agree to pay the excess amount so the county can 

Continue the process.  

*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Marinaro that the county can move ahead with the purchase on the recommendations of the coordinator and the city would pay the excess over the $120,000.00

*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to accept the resignation of James Keranen from the PUC Commission and advertise for a new commissioner for 3 year term
Ayes all present—motion carried

Hendricks thanked Keranen for a good job on the commission.
A discussion was held on the curtain rental prices and we are currently renting them at $250.00 and we realized that others are renting at up to $2,000. It was decided to look at the rental and see if the fee should be increased or not. This item will be placed on the special meeting for further discussion.  Marinaro suggested getting other pricing information.
A discussion was held on the Walker Giroux and Kelly Bay invoices for the Essar project totaling $11,810.55. This is not part of the Essar project infrastructure and DEED will not approve it for payment. The PUC is requesting the city pay for the invoices. If the city pays the invoices, the PUC commission will have to pay it back. The city will loan the money to the PUC and make the payment out of the Development fund. 
*Motion by Marinaro, seconded by Gangl to approve to pay the invoices as a loan to PUC and to transfer from the Development Fund $11,810.55 to cover invoices.

*Vraa discussed the 4th of July for 2012 and asked for permission to send out letters for officers and cadets
*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Marinaro to allow Paul Vraa to send out letters requesting officers for the 4th of July celebration

Hendricks met with IRRR on the street scape project and there is a grant application with Mineland Reclamation for the project which anyone eligible for funding will be notified in July
