*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Tweed to approve Minutes of April 17, 2012 PUC meeting and the May 1, 2012 Special Meeting

Consider water main extension at the ESML project—Adams updated – looking for new area for all utilities and is talking to Hammerlund on the sewer and water don’t have any numbers as of yet

New Business:

ESML project status—Dave MaKenzie took over for the county since the passing of Mike Metso, Adams updated on the Essar project, Sherner also made some recommendations to the PUC, to get the LC power contract as well as the township contract updated and to do a rate study for city on the electrical

Review electric cable bids to serve lift station #2, three bids received, Adams recommends Resco as low bidder

*Motion by Tweed, seconded by Bolf to award Resco the cable bids to the lift station #2 in the amount for $29,500.00

Review bids for concrete service drive over Electric ducts to ESML security shack—concrete slab for underground duct bank, National Conductor submitted bid for $11,200 increase in project cost

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Hendricks to allow National Conductor the concrete service for an increase of $11,200.00 for the project

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Hendricks to approve the utility portion of the annual audit

Adams discussed the purchase of storage boxes at the McCarthy Lake Sub for spare parts.

After discussion it was decided that two storage sheds should be purchased so there
will be one by each sub station.  Each shed is $7,150.00

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Hendricks to purchase two storage sheds with a door on each end at a cost of $7,150.00 for each sub station

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Latvala to approve partial pay estimate #5 for the North 65 Utility extension to USA in the amount of $2,000.00
Ayes all present—motion carried

Charlie Kautto updated the PUC commission on the replacement of a gas line on the west side of First Street behind the homes located there.  Will update more when the time comes.  A letter should be sent from the gas company explaining what they will be doing. 

*Motion by Tweed, seconded by Latvala to approve giving the county $1.5M to use for the rail project as long as we have excess money available
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Bolf, seconded by Hendricks to approve Bryan Adams, Adams Consulting, to stay on as needed until December 31, 2012 as a consultant for the Essar Project
Ayes all present—motion carried

Hendricks commented on the GIS project and its has started and Andrew Glusica will be the intern on the project, will be working with the street department and also asked that JPJ also work with him on the project.

Bolf discussed the trailer court and what was passed previously about installing three meters at the site.  He suggested a letter be sent to John Ketola to get this done.  After further it was unsure if we had a policy in place regarding a trailer court and how would the meters be billed  to each trailer.  How would the owner determine what each trailer uses?  It was put on hold for now and Bryan Adams will check into it with MMUA.

Also discussed was not printing the packets for the commission.  It was decided to email the packet and each person can print out if necessary and to only print the agenda page for the meeting
