Mike LeClaire was present to discuss the GIS proposal. Hendricks commented he got a call to go to Midwest to look for the property pins and that if the process was in place it would have been more helpful.  Different options were in the proposal.  An intern would do the work and would require help from the street department to locate water lines, etc.
